And
on page 29; amendment of the coensti-
tution of the United States, article
last parazraph which reads as follows:

*“Nor shall private property be taken
for public use, without just compen-
sation.”

In footmark 5, relating to this we
find: ‘‘Private property may be taken
for public use, by allowing the owners
a reasonable equivalent.” Calder vs
Hull. 3 Dall 400. And further it says:

“By the geueral law of Eurapean na-
tions, and the common law of England
it was a qualifiecation of the right of |
eminent domain, that compensation
should be wade for private property
taken or sacrificed for public use;
and the eosstitutionsl provisions of
'the state nepd United States, which
declare that **
not be taken for publie use without
ju:\l c-ampcumlinn," were intended
establish this principle beyond legis-
lative control.
