“AMERICAN citizens” who are
always getting into trouble abroad
or who are owning claims in for-
eign countries which the courts of
those countries will not recognize,
sre generally citizens only in a
technical sense, and sometimes
the evidence is very cloudy.

They recently secured
the appointment of Hurlburt,
brother to the editor of the New
York World, as minister to pro-
teet this claim® and now they are
putting up a job to secure the
armed intervention of the United
States so as to give marketable
and negotiable value to to their
stock. In this uge of gas, glass,
glare and dazzle, of jobs und cheek
and impadent demand, this little
game shines magnificently: first
forming a syndicate to grab the
resources of a foreign country, and
then endeavoring to get the mili-
tary power of our government to
back them up. Can presamption
go further than this?
