The Queen of the Pacific.
Yesterday's Now York Tribune lias

tho following:
Cramp & Sous launched at their

ship yard in Philadelphia re-

cently, tho steamship Quoen of the
Pacific for tho Oregon Railway and
Navigation Company. Sho wa
christened as she touched tho water,
by Miss Colo of Staten Island. She is
built of iron, and whon she reaches
Portland.will bo tho finest and strong-
est specimeu of marine architecture in
the Pacific trade. She is built well,
is 330 feet hi length, 33fc feet' beam,
22 feet depth of hold, and has capa-
city for 2,500 tons of cargo. Her ac
commodations for cabin passengers
are different from those usually provi-
ded upon sea-goi- vessels, there be-

ing 49 staterooms on the upper deck
and 13 on tho main deck, fitted up
tastefully and even elegantly. The
staterooms are 10 feet long and 7 feet
wide, thus being more spacious than
usual. In addition there are four bri-

dal rooms on tho upper deck,-- which
are to be furnished in the best man-

ner. The dining saloon is 80 feet
long, and 30 feet wide, the joiner
work being like that of tho City of
Puebla, acknowledged to be superior
to anything ever seen ou steamships.
The social hall is a spacious apart
ment which will be furnished with a
fine library and piano. All of tho la-

test improvements havo been applied
to compound engines and boilers to
make them serviceable, durable and
economical. Tho promenade deck ex-

tends from the pilot house to the
stern. The ship is brigantino rigged
with two iron masts. She will be
supplied with steam power for hand-

ling cargo and steering the vewol, and
with eloctrie lights.

Formally Transferred.

tho Pacific Coast Steamship Co's prop-
erty to the Oregon Railway and Navi-

gation company was formally made
Saturday. Whilo control lias passed
from Goodall, Perkins & Co., that
firm will still retain the agency, and
will also bo given the agency of the
Oregon company's steamship division,
which has up to tho present time been
vested in Capt. Otcreudorp, at 210
Sansome streot. Thero will be few
changes in the steamship company,
either in its employes or in tho time
table.
