We learned yesterday that
sho is about out of provisions, and her
water supply 13 also short. 'Tis too
bad. that the vessel can not come in.
The Oregonian thinks jf thcro was a
strong enough tug on the bar tlut it
could snake her in. Well, that paper
know better, but it is wound up to
play just one tune.

The Blizzard.

The stoim that visited Astoria a
week ago was by no means n local one,
its isitntioii extending far to the
north and east. At Seattle sis cars
and a caboose were blown from their
tracks and thrown bodily into tho bay,
the roads blocked with fallen timber,
telegraph lines prostrated and othor
damage done. Tho most serious ac-

cident in this vicinity says the Port-
land Standard, happoned in Marqu-am'- s

addition. A mau named Thomp-
son, an employe at Ponnoyer's mill
built a house up there at a cost of

200, and on Wednesday had made
the last payment for lumber, and was
rejoicing that he lived In a houso of
his own, when his son arrived breath
less at tho null and informed him that
a tree had been blown against the
house and knocked it over on one end,
to tho great inconvenience of the oc
cupants and the seriou3 damage of
crockery, glass and furniture. The
loss amounts to 81 CO. Thompson, his
wife and son had all dreamed at dif-

ferent times that the tree had fallen
on the house, but it seems that none
of them dreamed of cutting it down
and thus preventing tho catastrophe
which finally occurred.

Portland Board of Trade.

At a meeting of the Portland Board
of Trade, last Monday evening, a let-

ter was read from Congressman
George, in which he says:

"I sliall on Monday noxt introduce
a bill to extend the operations of tho
lighthouse board on the lower Colum-

bia and Willamette rivers nnd secure
tho erection of lights along those
streams in tho interest of their com-

merce. The bill has roceived the
sanction of the lighthouse board de-

partment: also Gen. Qazen, chief of
the signal ofticc, lw consented to the
change of location for signal-statio- n

from Tillamook rock to Cape Disap-

pointment, and connecting by cablo
with Fort Stevens nnd thence to As-

toria.
I am pleased to say that I havo

found in Gen. Hazen a warm friend
to our interests.

1 have no doubt but that our com-

mittee will recommend also the estab-

lishment of this station and line, and
it will then pas3 to tho committer on
appropriations for an appropriation in
tho sundry civil bill to insure its es-

tablishment."
A lotter was also rend from D. P.

Thompson, giving an ontlino of the
progress ho is making in carrying out
tho platu of tho board; also saying he
was about to visit Philadelphia with a
view of purchasing a tug boat; that
Cape Hancock will in all probability
be the point for tho signal service sta-

tion instead of Tillamook reck; that he
would need only 8900 to dofray his
oxponses there, and that tho Board
could make what use they saw fit of
tho balance of the money subscribed
for that purpose

A report was received from tho
committee to whom was referred the
subject of salmon hatching, reporting
a petition to congross asking that the
government take charge of and carry
on tho hatchery on tho Clackamas
river: in sucli caso the Fish Propaga-
ting Co. offering to donato to tho gov
ernment their lands and buildings
there: adopted.

Tho committee on pilotago and tow-

age roported having corresponded
with Capt. Flavol as to buying his
tugs, and received an answer in
which he stated he would soil with
the consent of his partner, A. M.
Simpson.

A RegUar3wiudlo.
The Chicago Tribuue of tho 11th

inst. says: Reverting to the
packed salmon question and quot-

ing the Evening Bulletin's recent
statement upon tho subject says:
From what a Tribune reporter saw
yesterday at the office of which
deals largely in California canned
fruits, Frasor river canned salmon,
etc., there would appear to be con-

siderable truth in allegations nbou
made that this business of packing
coast salmon, inferior in overy way to
the Frasar river salmon, in cms bear-
ing counterfeit label or labah improp-
erly obtained for the purpo-e- , h car-
ried on to a lare extent. The firm
in question produced a can of genuine
salmon with a label of a well known
San Francisco calmer and called the
reporter's attention to what must havu
escaped tho notice of tho perpetrators
of this fraud, tho afoipsaid canner's
private mark on tho bottom and top
lids. Then opening tho can he show-

ed tho contents to bo genuine salmon
of a rich pink color, covered with a
liquid of similar huo, the whole (,'ivinir

off tho genuine flavor of real salmon.
Then opening another can, ono obtain-
ed here, and purporting to contain
Columbia river salmon, and with a
label well calculated to deceive the
unwary, showed the reporter a very
different sort of fish, a soft, flabby
mass, mora tho color of sirdines than
of salmon, swimming in a dish of mat-to- y

liquid, which was in marked con-

trast to that in tho genuine can. Ac-

cording to the reporter's informant,
fraud is being constantly perpetrated,
cases having come under his observa-

tion whero pooplo liad bought what
purported to be genuine Fraser river
and Columbia river salmon, and been
obliged to throw tiie stuff away as un-

fit for food. Tho deception, of courso,
is not only a fraud on the purchaser,
but on the inland dealer in genuine
salmon, and more especially upon re-

putable, canners on the PaciDa coast,
whose goods it tends to bring into dis-

favor.
