Lonely Lamps at Sea

The illuminated buoy is a wonderful
invention, Imagine enormous
lamp riding the waves. The buoy is
a compact wrought-iron vessel; which
servesasa receiver for enmpressed
gas. The duration of the flame de-
pends uwron the size of tha buoy.
Some in nse in Europe have heen
made to burn thirly days and some
120.days. Itis said that a buoy of
sufficient size will contain gas enough
to furnish the light for one year. Duor-
ing that time the fame ia steady and
consiant night and day; requiring no
attention whatever afler once put in
operation. The Ilsntern attached to
the buoy adwits air cnough to fued the
the flame; but not a psriicle of water
can enter
