The fifteenth annual report of
the Oregon Children's Aid Society,
Salem, has been submitted. This
ehows that during the past year the
Home has cared for sqventeon chil-

dren. The funds of the society dur-

ing the year amounted to $1,401 95:
disbursements, 1,384 50.

The director of tho mints has
issued a circular announcing that
mutilated silver coins,will be received
at the mints in sums of three dollars
and upwards, if forwarded at owner's
expense, at the rate of one dollar per
ounce, troy, or about ninety-on- e cents
per ounce, avordupois. At this ratei
one dollar in subsidiary silver coin, if
cnmutilated, would bo worth about
eighty cents, and the value of mutilat-
ed coins will be proportionately loss

according to the degree of mutilation.

It is claimed that gold has boen

found in the vicinity of Gray's Har-

bor on the outside beach. Like all

gold found on the ocean beach it is

greasy, and no plan has yet been
found by which it can all bo saved.

The lead is from five to twenty inches

in thickness, and extends from the
Oahut to the Anderson houso, about
fifteon miles. It is located between

extreme high and low water mark.

Its location is such that it will be
hardly possible to bring fresh water
to work it except by pumping and
loner ditches. About ono dozen claims

bare been located on the lead.

LOSS OP THE CORSICA.

Stink in 45 Fathoms of Water.

Statement or Capt. Yeyney.

The British btrk Corsica, 77S tons
register, Veysoy master, loaded with

wheat for the United Kingdmu, sunk
twelve miles soutliwust of O.ipe Han-

cock yesterday morning, at twenty
minutes past five. The ciptain and
crew were saved; they cimo up to
Astoria on the steam tug yesterday
morning. Following h tho statement
of the captain:

"We left Fort Stevens anchorage ia
tow. of the tug Astoria, at 11 o'clock,

on the morning of the 20th inst., wind

NE; set all squaro canvas and pro-

ceeded favorably till wo came to the
bar; guing out north channel we found
a heavy swell setting in from the
soitfhwest; the ship struck several

timc3. After striking tho second time
I asked tho pilot to take the ship back;

he replied, 'if you do, you will lose

your ship.' Wo sounded tho pumps

and found the vessel was leaking,

having then twenty-thre- e inches of

water in her hold. All hand set to
work at the pumps, tho sea very rough

both on and after crossing the bar. 1

asked tho steamer to lie by, as the
water was increasing. Despite all ef-

forts tho water gained at tho rate of

fifteen inches an hour. At seven r. M.,

1 found there was four feet, seven

inches of water in the hold; T then
ordered tho boats astern to lay

by. At half-pas- t nine there was nine
feet, six inches of water, and at 10:30

was satisfied that I could not keep

ship free, and there being a heavy
swell, it being piteh dark, after con-

sultation I inquired if there was any
chance to beach tho ship to save the
cargo; learning th it that was impos-

sible, tho ship thon laboring heavily,
tho sea sweeping her decks, nil hands
were ordered to tho boats. I followed

and we went on board tho Fearless,
which at my request lay by tho ship.

The wind went down and at 3 A. St.

the swell abating, kept the ship above
water longer than I expected. She
was gradually settling, tho flukes of

her anchors being in the water, and
at twenty minutes past live sho foun-

dered. Wo steamed all round, but
found no vestige of her."

Tho Corsica was 170 feet long, 31
feet breadth of beam, 21 feet depth of
hold, and drew 19i feet of water. Sho
was a wooden vessel, worth 32,000,
and had a cargo of 43.8C7 bushels of
wheat worth $40,833. Tho captain
desires to return thanks to tho cap-

tains of tho Astoria and Fearle93 for
their assistance iu standing by
through the night. Capt. Veysey
goes to Portland this morning. He
has lost everything, and in this con-

nection wo would siy that, as accord-

ing to tho rules of the English mer-

chant sorvico, a ship master is not
furnished assistance in the matter of
transportation or sustenance, though
the crew is, that his case is one that
calls for recognition on the ptrt of our
citizens. His family are hero, ho has
a littlo infant three weeks old, "and
is a.stranger. This is probably suf-cie- nt

to say.

Sheot and Pillowcase Party.
This party given under tho auspices

of tho Olympic Club, on Monday ev
ening was well attended. Tho first
appearance was a tableau of phantoms
on tho stage under colored lights, at
nine o'clock sharp.

Many
of tho costumos were quite elaborate
and unique in appearance One
young gontleman caused an uproar of
merriment by frantically tearing off
his sheot before tho appointed time,
and exclaiming "Its pretty hot here!"

She Club
deserve tho highest praise, for giving
so select and enjoyable an entertain-
ment.

Ships Libeled for Pilotage.
The case of W. A. Betts against the

ships Glcnmara and Dochra came up
in tho U. S. District Court last Satur-
day, and by stipulation was argued
before tho court without a jury. Col.
Effinger appeared for plaintiff and
U. S. District Attornoy Mallory for
tho defendants. After hoaring the
arguments of counsel the cases were
taken under advisement by Jndge
Deady. Tho case ia one of consider-
able interest to pilots and shipmasters.
It seems, says the Standard, that Mr.
"Betts, who is a pilot for the Columbia
river, boarded these ships some dis-

tance below Astoria 'and offered his
services to pilot them to this- - city.
For. some reason his offer was de-

clined and at Astoria they engaged
anothor pilot. Mr. Betts thereupon
libeled the ships for half pilotage.
