Gray's Harbor and the Chehalis.

Capt. Powell reports Gray's harbor
as capacious m extent. The greater
part is bare or shoal at low tide.
Tho remainder, about 4000 acres in
area, is deep and possesses good an-

chorage.
The bar is 3.5 miles from the en-

trance to the harbor. There are three
channels over it, with depth? at mean
low tide of 17, 18, anil 1!) feet.
Through the deepest channel in or-

dinary weather, draughts can be car-

ried from 15 to 21 feet, according as
tho tide is mean-Io- n or mean-hig-

From the bar to the entrance the
channol is straight and plainly maikcd
by the bordering and parallel lino
of breakers. The bar is pure sand,
and formed by wave action. It :s
similar in character and changes to all
the wave drift bars in front of harbors
on the north Pacific coast. For depth,
permanence, nnd facility of access,
tho channel compares favorably with

tho entrance to all harbors as far
south as San Francisco.

Tho nearo3t lighthouse is at Shoal-wate- r

bay, 14 miles distant. Buoys
havo not been maintained on tho
chnnel since the abandonment of

Fort Chelialis coveral years ago.
