rounds, but bhears as needed and
when required, to every partof
the complex organization, that
just adapted to its speeial wants:
No form of organic or inorganic
matter escaping its requisitions—
no part, from rigid bone to flexile
hair overlooked in its distribution;
bnt at tho donble command, that
of the great central motor, the
heart, which bids it go, and that
gentler .one  of affinity which
beckons it to'come, ench atom of
lime, of iron, of gas eor of water,
speeds o the place whera the
waiting tissues sre to take them
up until the man, hoedless of the
charnet house he Lears within him,
of the complex chemistry of

which be is but the passive result,
stands forth, the perfect organiza-
tion that we bebold him.

For ftl}, per-
haps for a hundred years, this tire-
less toiler with sleepless vigilance
maintains this wondrous work.
Aud this is life—life created from,
and supported by decay, by disin-
tergration, by desth.
