its $800. Ttw, hundred feot of leather
hose Here purchased, but all the
grease iu Oregon couldn't make that
hose pliable enough to be of any use.
Many old lesidents will remember the
lively chase there used to be around
Arrigoni's coiner to get the engine to
an incipient blaze, and the sight of the
old concern as she stands alongside the
city h.iil, awakens a good many recol-

lections of the d.ijs when Astoria only
had 500 inhabitants.
