FLAX NET THREADS.

Rice and Bean.

HalVs Journal of Health soys:
Half the people of tho world live al-

most exclnsivGly bn rice. It contains
88 per cent of nutriment, whilo beef
contains but 26. Thcro ore countries
whero the almost esciurfvediet of the
masses is hpans. Those contain 87
per cent of nutriment. The best and
cheapest food for the dense popula-- j
tion of Asiaho countries tuoretoro is
rico. and since from the ceneral pov
erty of the people, varieties of food
are out of the question, bounteous
nature Las given them moot freely
that kind whioh is among tno most
nutritious of all foods. "With .the
rest of all tho world rice is more of a
side dish, and is most frequently
served in the form of a pudding. Wo
venture to riffirm that when the cost,
the percentage of nutriment and the
wholesomeness ofbeans are consid-
ered there is not in the world a single
article of food that can compare with
them. There is no other vegetable
food that answers so well as as a sub-
stitute for meats. "While they have
so much to recommend them in other
respects they have no rival in point of
economy. A auart of beans, costing
ten cents, will furnish a family of Ave
persons with food for a whole day.
Muoh of the value of beans as food
depend on the manner of cooking.
It wc uld be diffioult to cook them too
much. They should be first boiled
until soft and then put into a baking
dish and baked until brown. A little
salt pork or butter, but not enough to
make them taste greasy, shonld be
put into the baking pan and cooked
with them. If beans are not thor-
oughly cooked they are difficult of
digestion; still there is not one hotel
or restaurant in a thousand that
serves them sufficiently cooked; and,
as a rule, it is not well to call for
them in suoh places, but at home,
when prepared under the supervision
of a good cook, they make a dish that
is wholesome and palatable.

The Eight of Relatives.

In its comments on the trial of
young Nutt for the murder
of Dukes, the Chicago Inter Ocean
says:

"The modern criminal law, in it3
rigidity and inflexibility, haa gone
entirely too far in ignoring the nat-
ural and inherent right of relatives
to aid personally in the punishment
of the great criminals by whoso crimes
they Buffer.

"Society has no desire or right to
demand or take the life of a just,
honorable and worthy person who
vindicates natural justice by punish-
ing a great criminal whom society
itself ought to have punished. Tho
criminal statutes of every state in tho
union ought tj be modified forthwith
that such an act should hereafter be
indictable only a3 a usurpation of
judicial functions, not asix murderer."
