THE PRESIDENTIAL CONTEST IN NEW

YORK.

Nothing Positive Known Yet. Probabili-

ties in Favor of Cleveland.

"Up to midnight Wednesday, returns
in New York state from 47 counties
out of the 60 had been canvassed,
leaving Cleveland over 1,000 votes
ahead. Following are the principal
points in the contest which may bo
prolonged:

Nkw Yobk, Nov. 12. Results of the
official canvass are not et received
from Delaware, Franklin, Orange,
Schuyler, Broorne, Columbia, Greene,
Monroe and St. Lawrence counties.
The canvass so far does not make any
material change from the figures al-

ready published.
THE "tBIBUNKV HDITOniAIi.

New Yohk, Nov. 12. The Tribune,
editorially, says: "The official can-
vass was completed yesterday, so far
as heard from at this writing, in thirty-se-

ven counties of New York. No
considerable change is made in these
counties from previously reported fig-uer- s.

The counties in which impor-
tant questions may arise remain to be
heard from. Tho final result may not
be determined for a week to come.
In this city the canvass is expected
to last ten days, and in Brooklyn
nearly as long. The figures furnished
by the associated press Saturday
morning gave the state to Cleveland
by about 724 plurality. This has
since been reduced by an error in
New York, and varied by slight
changes elsewhere, so as to leave
Cleveland, on that basis, about 425.
Our own table Thursday night gave
Blaine 814, but the figures for Catta
raugus, furnished by our special dis-
patches and confirmed by both the
associated press and a dispatch to tho
state contained an error as big as the
one here, and tho correction brought
down that table to 403 for Blaine So
far as can now bo known, the truth
probably lies between the two. At
any rate there seems to be no reason,
yet ascertained, for believing that the
plurality will amount to 500 either
way, unless through unexpected
action of some of the board of super-
visors. It is idle to dispute or dog-
matize over a margin so narrow in a
vote so large, with so many points of
irregularity, or worse, yet to be passed
upon. It is not time either, to bo
over-sangui- of success, or to give
up the case. "We can only hope for
the result for which wo have been
laboring."

TROM THH "MAII. AND EXPRESS,"

New YpRK, Nov. 1L The Mail
and Express this afternoon says:
"The official canvass of the vote of
this state is in progress y. Few
changes were made by the canvassers
yesterday. It is now generally con-
ceded that the Tote of the coun-
ties above the Harlem bridge
cannot bo changed to affect
Cleveland's plurality. An accidental
error may entirely wipe out the plu-
rality, and on this alone are based the
hope of the Republicans. At mid-
night forty of tho sixty counties have
been heard from, officially. They
gave a net gain of 33 for Cleveland,
leaving his plurality at 1225. Ac-

cording to tho claim of tho Democrats
this practically ends any serious in-

crease to Blaine's majorities in the
rural counties, although it is fair to
bear in mind that when gains are ex-
pected the canvass is delayed, and a
case may yet be presented in the eight
or ten counties where cases have been
made up. The real fight is in this
city, and Republican hopes were
greatly dampened when Elihn Root
announced yesterday that he found
the majority to bo 43,226, wiping out
the gain of 126 votes announced on
Saturday. The total number of votes
reported whioh, in some form or an-
other, George Bliss ezpeots to take
exceptions to the informal count al
ready had, is about 4,000. About
one-thir- d of these are defective or
blank ballots, and the rest are Butler.
St John and other vote3 which were
miscounted, excluded or otherwise
added to swell the Cleveland vote."

New York, Nov. 12. The Star
(Tammany's organ) editorially says:
With Hon. Bosooo Conkling formally
accepting a legal retainer from the
Democratic national committee, and
with his Btalwart followers openly
proclaiming that he and they had
knifed Blaine, as the half-bree- had
knifed Foleer. manifestly oaly ono
short stop further is required to bring
Uonkung dennitely and avowedly into
the Democratic fold. Then, suppose
Conkling should be the Democratic
nominee for United States senator.
and the fourteen stalwart members of
the legislature should bolt the party
caucus and vote for .him?
