Another instance was that of
an experimenter who had heard that
a candle could be fired from the bar-
rel ot a gun through nn inch board.
He drove a candle into the muzzle of
a gun, fired, and tho explosion split
the barrel almost its entire length,
and did not even drive tho candle
from the muzzle. Still another burst
of n gan-barr- was caused by the
use of wet grass as a wad, well
rammed down over a charge of
shot. But perhaps one of tho itmost singular exhibitions in this line
was a Colt's navy revolver, which some
years ago was sent to tho factory in
Hartford, Cons. This was before the
adaption of these pistols to the me
tallic cartridges, and it is probable
that in loading with open powder and
ball only a small amount of powder
got into the chambers, and the bullet
was not propelled with sufiicient force
to drive it from tho muzzle; at least
the bullet did not co out, bnfc lodged.
As the chooter did not know whether
tho bullet escaped or not, but kept on
firing until the barrel burst or bulged,
and when it was sawed in two longi-
tudinally there were found 1-- bullets
wedged one into the other, and so
much "upset" by the hammering of
the successive explosions of the
powder charges that some of them
were not less than one inch in diame-
ter, flattened disks instead of conical
bullets. Jfanufacturer and Build-
er.

Several new machines will be tested
this summer on" the beach sands at
Taquina bay and other points where
it is well known that fine gold dust
abounds in the heavy sand. A num-
ber of machines for separating the
gold and sand have been invented,
but none have yet proved a perfect
success. "When" such a machine is
constructed the "golden sands of the
Pacific" will be something more than
a name. At Coos bay a simple ma-
chine, whose cost of construction is
only $25, is reported to be taking $23
per ton from sand that by former
methods yielded only $1.50 per ton.
Its essential featnres are a copper
cylinder containing quicksilver and
chemicals. The sand is passed
through this, the chemicals serving
to remove rust from the gold and
render it susceptible to amalgamation
with tho quicksilver. The machine is
not patented, but tho owners will not
disclose tho nature ot the cleaning
compound used.

The latest addition to frontier rail-
road towns is FarTrell, B. C. It lies
on the Columbia river at the point
where that stream is to be crossed by
the Canadian PaciGc. It already has
a pcrminent population ot some three
hundred, chiefly from the cast, among
whom are many ladies of refinement
As is usually the case, the rowdy ele-

ment is quite prominent, bnt the
friends of law and order are sufficient-
ly strong to keep it under control.
Improvement in lhi3 respect will be
rapid as the town becomes older. The
steam: vKoctenai makes semi-week- ly

trips from Farwell to Little Dallas,
"W. T., taken in all the supplies used
by tho town and tho railroad, amount-
ing to 400 tons per week. A substan-
tial bridge is being constructed across
the Columbia river at this point.
