The boy who whistles is a nuis-
ance. However, everything has its
uses. The whistling buoy is now tho
greatest fog signal they have. It is
the invention of a New York man, J.
M. Courtenay. It consists of a pear-shape- d

bulb that floats point up on
the water. A long tube, open at its
lower end, passes up through the
bottom of the bulb and out at tho
top. The upper end is closed, with a
plate, through which there arc three
holes. In one is secured a big loco-
motive whistle. In the other two are
valves which open inwards. As the
bnoy rises on a wave the water sinks
down the tube and tho air rushes in
through the valves to takes its place.
Then the buoy sinks into the trongh
of the sea and the water presses up
through the tube and forces the air
out. With tho varying pressnre3 tho
whistle makes the most heartrending
sounds known to hnmanitv.

The law prohibiting the sale of
ts has been declared un-

constitutional by a decision of the

extremo measures. Let our law be
rigidly enforced, ami but little of the
oleo-prodn- will ever be sold in our
state. iV. W. Farmer and Dairy-
man.

A Kansas man in explaining the

: "A cyclone or tornado north
of the equator always comes from the
southwest. Its first appearance is
that of a local cloud. It always
comes when the temperature is low.

"When the cloud extends
from one side of the horizon to the
other, there is no danger of a cy-
clone."
