Hale, appropriating- - $37x000,0"t0
for increase of the navl establish-

ment, w6re reported back favora-
bly, and will be passed at the ear-
liest pcs-ibl- o moment. The
regular appropriations are in a
backward condition, and if an ex-

tra session is forced the issue will
be between reduction of the tariff
and providing means for national
defenses.
