| sTne Recent Attack on the Ozar.

Loxpox, March 15.—A dispatch

| from St. Peteraburg to the Daily
| News says: While the czar was
mturmng from reqmom services
|1n the cathedral of St. Peter and
{St. Paul, a bomb attached to a
cord was thrown in his direcrion.
| The intention was to tighten the
string which was connected with
| the mechanism and thus Mplodn
the bomb, but before it could he
executed the eriminal and his sus-
pected accomplice were seized.
{ It was found that they lived to-
gether in a lodging house in the
suburbs of the city. The police
| visited this house and discovered
{a quantity of explosives and a
namber of revolutionary pam-
phlets.  Over 200 persons have al-
ready been arrested in connection
with the aflair. The German po-
lice had warned the Russian au-
thorities that an attempt would be
made against the czar’s life, but
the latter failed to trace the plot-
ters. A telegram from Vieuna
confirms the News® dispateh, and
says that the bomb was thrown
under the ezar’s carriage, and that
it was shaped like a book, so that
it could be carried in the hand
without exciting suspicion.

Oune of the six students arrested
in connection with the plot earried
a hollow book containing a bottle
filled with dynamite and poisoned
bullets; others had parcels and
bags containing bombs. The dis-
pateh aleo says it s alleged that a
woman was arrested who had a
bomb concealed in her mufl.

Further details of the alleged
attempt of the life of the ezar have
heen received to-might. The ar-
rest of the men implicated in the
plot with infernal machines on
their persons has led to the dis-
covery of papers proving the ex-
istence of a widespread conspiracy
to assassinate the czar, and lurther
attempts are feared It lrnnsplrea
that the conspirscy against the
life of the czar is of 2 more por-
tentous nature than even the firm-
est believer in the plut suppx ased.
The plot has among its originators
and supporters a vast number of
persons scattered throughout Rus-
sin, embracing men and women of
every grade, from the noble to the
pensant. The situation is reg-arded
as very serious, and a large num-
ber of arreats have been made.
