It is estimated that there are at
the present tim~ in the United
States five millicns of separate
farms, and the census of 1880 be-
inz taken as a guide, one fourth or
a trifle over that proportion, are
rented out, while the remainder
are held and worked by their pro-
paietors. At that time there were
in Oregon 16,217 farms, and of
tnese 13,938 were farmed by their
owners and 2279 were in the hands
of renters. While the average per
ceut, of farms rented in the Unit-
ed Suates was 251 per cent. of the
whole, the per cent. of the rented
furms in Oregon was 14 per cent.
In Washington territory there were
6,529 furms in 1880, of which only
584 or less than 13 per cent. were
rented. The increase of popula-
tion in Washington since that time
bas been very great, ard these fig-
ures are more than doubled since
then, so any census returns are
valueless, A feature of the rent-
ing of farms is that two-thirds of
the renters pay a share of the pro-
ducts, and one-third or thereabicuts
pay money.
