The City of Astoria does ordein as
follows:

Section 1. No horses, mules, catile,
sheep, swine, or goats, shall be allowed
to run at large or be herded in any of
the streets, alleys, parks, or public
plaees in the City of Astoria during any
of the hours of the day or night, except
when being driven through for ship-
ment or other purposes as hercinafter
provided, unless the owner or owners
of such animal or animals shatl first ob-
tain permission of the owner or nge
of the premises on which or in front
which it is proposed to feed sueh uni-
mal, and then and in that ease such an-
mmal must be seeurely fastened with a
rope in the hands of some  person sufli
ciently anble to manage and control speh
animal.
