They ure im-|
mense holes dug in the mountain’s
side, large enough to hold 1,500,
000 gallons of water each. They
were tamped with white clay and
lined with brick laid with cement,
after which a heavy coat of the
best cement that could be pro-
cured was worked over the inside
of the brick wall. The work was
superintended by Howard Mur-
phy, of Philadelphia, a hydraulic
engineer of long and successful
experivnce.

Vice president Troat, when
asked what he thought was the
cause, said it was evidently due to
caverns in that section.
