Fishing at the Oascades.

The amount of fish eaught at the
Cascades this year has been very
small, as compared with other years,
on account of the low stage of the
water. The Oregonian says there
has been considerable guarreling and
ill feeling between the proprietors of
wheels and gill nets. A number of
persons have been fishing with nsts
and setting them below the wheels.
The land along both sides of the
rapids, except the government re-
serve at the locks, is owned by the O.
R & N. Co, and the wheel men have
leased the right to fish. The gill net
men are looked npon as tresspassers,
and eannot use the shore, so they
anchor their nets o short distance
from the land.

Mr. Williams, who hLas & wheel,
took by foree and carried away sev-
eral nets which were set below his
wheel in & slongh or side channel
He was arrested and bound over at
The Dalles to appear at the fall term
of conrt. There is u dispats as to
whether the slongh is a part of the
river or not, one side claimiog that
it is, and was not included in the sur-
vey, but merely meandered, while the
other side claims that it is included
in the company’s property.
