Some people estimate that the Nor-
weginns L‘u'l-\hmh' ubout one-third of
the pn;.ul.nlmu of Dakols, and that
they have pocketed abont two-thirds
of the pmblu from the development
of this new country. They are
thrifty,. Most of them come with
just enough to get on government
land and build a shack. Before they
had earned the homestead title they

were in , comfortable eircumslanceﬁ.
and now they sre loaning money to
less fortupate neighbors. One of the
largest millers in the state is n Nor-
wogian—William C. Leistikow, of
Grafton. The cashier of the Hills-
boro National bank. A. L. Hanson, is
a Norwegian. Akrehamson, the treas-
arer of (irand Forks county, and one
of the largest dry goods dealers in
the state, is a Norwegian. The Tor-
relsons are well known to the Red
river valley as men who have mooey
of their own in the bavk at all times
ready for loans on good security.
Every county has Norwegiana who
are worth from $25,000 to 850,000, all
made since settling in Dakota. These
people live economieally and work
hard for the first years, bnt they Am-
ericanize with wonderful rapidity,
and take to the comforts and luxuries
of life just as soon as they find tuem-
selves ready to afford them. There
are no poorhouses where the Norwe
gians are thickest, and the jsils are
mainly oroamental. North Dakota
could ill afford to spare the Norwe-
gian popnlation.
