River and Harbor Improvements,

Wasmmsoros, Sept. 30.—The engi-

neering bureaa of the war depariment 4

has completed a thorongh examina-
tion into the improvement of the
rivers and harbors of the country,
and the amounts nllowed to the vari-
ous sections and states,

Since the government has nader-
taken the improvement of the rivers
and harbors on the Pacific coast, the
total amount of money granted there
for improvements has been $7,681,980.
Oregon has received the most of thia
money, with California next, and
Washington territory last, with com-
paritively n small smm. The total
amoant appropriated for Oregon im-
provements is 84,156,312, The appro-
pristion of 1888, 81,173,700, i3 the
largest lor any one year.

The following are the total amounts
granted for the improvement ol rivers
and harbors of Oregon:

Caseades canal, Columbia riven
$927,500,

Colnmbia river, 8837,000.

Upper Colambin river,
Suake river, 116,000,

Mouth of Columbia river, 500,000,

Coos bay and barbor, $213,750.

Coquille river ,875,000.

Lower Willamette nand Colnnbia
river below Portland, $620,000.

Umpqna river, $24,501.

Upper Columbin river, $105,000,

Upper Willamette river, above
Portlaud, 8153,500.

Willamette river, 186,365

Yaquina bay, $385,000.

Guaging the waters of the Colnm-
bia river, S2.5.

It was not until 1566 that the gov-
ernment commenced work ou the
rivers and harbors of Oregon, the
original appropriation of $15,000
having been “for the removal of ob-
structions to navigation in the Wil-
lamette river between Portland and
its month.”

The territory of Washington can-
not boast of moeh in river and har-
bor improvements, neither in their
namber ner in the amount expended.
Indeed. ihe total sum which has been
appropriated is only $78500, and it
was not until 1880 that congress com-
menced even these small works.
