IT WILL HEVER BE KNOWN

Which One of the Dakotas Was Ad-

mitted Pirst.

Efforts have been made recently to
establish tho priority of admission
into the Union of one of the Dakotas.
It now transpires that no one knows
which was admitted hrst. On bat-urda- y

the President received from
tho Stato Department the two pro-
clamations, deficient only to tho ex-

tent of hi3 signature. The question
of priority at once came up, and it
was' found to be difficult to decide.

The two Dako-
tas were admitted to the Union of
Stales, and although one of them- - was
ahead of the other just the length of
time it took the President to write
his name, histoiy will never be able
to record the name of the leader. It
is a profound mystery and it will
always be se.
