CHAMBER OF COMMERCE,

Au AMe Memorial to Cougress Passed

last EYBDlBt

OTJTKR TtrSIXJCSS TJtASSACTED,

At a regular meeting of tho cham-
ber of commerce last evening, the fol-
lowing memorial was presented by
Mayor Crosby for the consideration of
the chamber, and was unanimously
adopted:

jIemohiatj to coxonnss.
Astoria, Dec 31st, 1889.

To the Honorable, the Senators and
Jtejyresentatives of the United
Stales Congress, Assembled:
Your memorialist would respectfully

invite your attention to the condition
of the work now in progress for re-

moving the bar, which obstructs the
entrance to the mouth of the Colum-
bia river, and earnestly solicit a new
appropriation of the public monies for
the prosecution of the same.

The necessity for this great work
having been brought to the attention
of your honorable body in former
years by our senators and represent-
atives, you have instructed your en-

gineers io make plans and estimates
of co3t for deepening the channel and
removing obstructions, which from
tho earliest time formed a great imped-
iment to the free movement of the
commerce of this great river. The
plan proposed, and which has received
your approval, contemplates tho build-
ing of a stone jetty directly out into
sea for a distance of more than four
miles from tho ..Oregon shore at the
mouth of tho river, with a view of con-
centrating the out-flowi- waters, so
that they inay scour away the obstruc-
tion. Tho original estimate made by
vour engineers for carrying out this
'project was 3,710,000.00. Of this
amount vou have graciouslv appropri-
ated 787.500.

In the execution of the approved
project by the most expeditious and
economical methods known to their
art, tho engineers in charge have found
it necessary to construct a tramway
along the line of tho proposed jetty,
on which to transport the mattresses
and rock required in its construction.
This tramway now extends out into
the ocean from the shore or root of
the jetty, for a distance of two and
two-third- s miles. Eock suitable for
the construction of tho jetty
can only be found at a con-
siderable" distance up the Co-

lumbia river. From the quarries it is
transported in barges to wharves in
the vicinity of the jetty, thence it is
raised and placed upon cars and hauled
out along the jetty tramway and
dumped into tho sea. To handle with
economy, the large quantity of rock,
brush and other material that will be
used in the work, it has been necces-sar- y

to provide a large and expensive
plant iu the way of barges, tow-boat- s,

wharves, locomotives, cars, hoisting
engines, repair shops, etc. These ap-

pliances, which are absolutely neces-sai-y

to the Micce3sful prosecution of
the work, have cost iu tho neighbor-
hood or S175.000.00. The balance of
the funds already appropriated have
been applied to tho construction of
the jetty tramway for tho distance of
1 miles, as above stated, and in build-
ing the larger portion of the jetty over
tins distance. As a result of this ex-

penditure, recent surveys made by
your engineers on the bar at the mouth
of the river, develop the gratifying
fact that the channel of 18 feet depth
or more, which before tho commence-
ment of this work was but one and
one-ha- lf miles wide and very tortuous
and difficult to navigate, is now five
miles wide, giving a clear straight run
into the mouth of the river. The
depth of the water available to navi-
gation has been increased two feet,
giving us over tho bar at mean low
water a depth of twenty-tw- o feet, and
at mean high water a depth of thirty
feet

"Wo have ever' reason to believe
that if this work can be pushed for-
ward another season with tho rapidity
that it has been advanced during the
working season that has just closed, a
permanent channel of 2G to 30 feet in
depth at low water can be established
over this bar.

Your engineer in charge reports that
the funds heretofore made available
for carrying it on are now substantially
exhausted.

If the prosecution of this work is to
be continued to a successful conclu-
sion, it is respectfully submitted that
the interests of economy and com-
merce, the dictates of sound business
principles and the reputation of tho
government before its own people and
the commercial world, wluch is in-

volved in this improvement, all alike
demand that tho funds necessary to
tho purpose should at once be made
available and that there should bo no
suspension of operations until tho
work is completed.

The force engaged upon the work is
thoroughly organized, the plant is
in good condition, the forces of nature
seem to be worlring in consonance
with tho plans of the engineers, every-
thing is satisfactory, excepting tho
exhausted condition of the appropria-
tion for carrying on the work. A sus-
pension of operations at this time,
even for a few months, for this reason
would bo deplorable in the extreme,
and would lead to an increase in tho
cost of the work to the government of
thousands of dollars, which would be
inexcusable, considering tho present
prosperous condition of the couutry.

Your memorialist would ask your
attention to tho growing commercial
importance of this section of the coun-
try, the value of exports from the Co-

lumbia river alone, by deep sea ton-
nage, the past year has amounted to

7,000,000, which does not include
salmon, lumber and Other products
tliat have gone coastwise.

The coming decade will witness an
export trade many millions greater
than that of and it is but meet
that we should be prepared to move
t le enormous surplus that is destined
,o accumulate, with the least possible
delay, and at n cost that will allow the
producer a better margin than he can
possibly obtain under the present con-
dition of obstruction to navigation.

To keep paca with tho growing de-

mands of our trade and commerce,
there should be prompt measures tak-
en to have all our harbors and rivers
placed in the best navigable condition.

Your memorialist would further
ask, that you give heed to the facts
here set fourth' and to the recommen-
dations and suggestions of your en-

gineers in charge of this work, and
make available at an early day tho full
amount of 700,000, which it has been
estimated will be necessary for carry-
ing on its operations during tho com-

ing beason.
Your Memorialist will ever pray &c.

dler, provides for the transfer of the

revenue cutter service from the treasury
department to tho naval establishment
in a manner which meets with the en-
tire approval of this chamber.

Whereas, Such transfer under the
provisions of the above bill would be
effected without changing the duties
of tho revenue marine, or lessening
tho authority of tho honorable secre-
tary of the treasury, would relievo him
of many onerous duties, reduced ex-
penditures by combining under one
department both services which aro
alike nautical and military, and by ex-
tending the laws governing the navy
to the marine, confer on both services
benefits which are so apparent as to
requre no mention.

Resolved, That we respectfully urge
our representatives in congress to
exert their influence for tho passage of
this bill, and that the secretary of the
chamber be instructed to forward a
copy of these resolutions to our dele-
gation in congress.
