shall have power to amthortze the Kitling of
any sueh mink, marten, sable, or other Mar-
bearing :unlm.u exeept fur seals, under soch
regubations as e may pre sqcribe, amd It shall
be the duly of the Secretary to prvwlnt the

Hling of any fur seal, and to provide for
