Trouble Likely to Arisc Over the
New Tarlff Law.

Wasnrsoroxs, Oct, 2—The
department this morning magled & eee.
tified ecopy of the new tariff law to
every collector of enstoms and inter-
nal revenue in the United States. The
new law goesinto effect on Ootober
fth. In this connection an interesting
point has been raised at the treasury
department whieh will probably be
brought before the secretary for
deecision. %

The point in question arises from a
delmgnency of mail serviee to delivor
the tariff low {o the collector at San
Francisco and other points where it is
an impossibility for the mails sent out
to-day to be delivered on the 6th inst.
As the old law goes ont of operation
on that  date the question
has nrisen whether goods
arriving ot Sun Franciseo and other
points before the new law has been
received by the collector are dutiable
under old, or whether they will
erly come nnder the law, of whi
colleetor of enstoms bas never read
officially and knows nothing of it.

A prominent treasury official, in
speaking of the motter to-day, ex-
pressed an opinion that goods nught
be assessed under the old law and re-
liquidated under the new law when it
s reeeived.  He said, however, that 1
was not obligatory npon the collector
to have a eertified copy of the law be-
fore him, and that in the event of an
uncerfainty as to the ossessment of
certain goods he conld h the
freasury department for their proper
clas=ifieation,
