At present thereis npo tin plate
made in this conntry, Mr. M
says that works are being started at
3t. Louis, but this movement is in
nnticipation of the higher duties laid
npon tin piate by the McKinley bill.
U[;Jdﬂr the present rate of daties com-
petition with the old country has not
been possible. There is a provision
in the pew bill that if within five
vears ofter the pew {arifl goes into
effeot one-third of the demsnd is pot
supplied by home manufacture tbe
duties on tin plate shall be removed.
A local free trade coutemporary finds
(fault with this provision, on the
ground that $100000,000, more or
less, will be taken from the people in
e meantime. An industry from
which 820,000,000 a year can be col-
lected is worth having at home. It
would give employment to a large
number of people and keep millions
of dollars in the country which now
goes abroad. The iron industry was
built up in the same way, and the
Ameriean product is now close upon
10,000,000 tons of pig iron n year.
