The Unsatisfactory State of Afiairs
in the Astoria Postoffice.

SOME MORE HELP REQUIRED.

| For a ecity of over 7,000 inhabitants,
| socording to the late census enumers-
tion, Astoria is ot provided with ss
efficient mail service as she should be.

The city itsell is rapidly growing
|a.nd the country round about it is
fast filling up with a permavent pop-
ulation that demands the establish-
ment of new postoffices, the mail for
which passes {through the Astoria
office. )

Mails arrive at the Astoria post-
office early in the morning and Iate in
the evening.

Mails leave the Astoria office early
in the morning and in the evening
also

The office is doing a large money
order ond registered letter business
which takes time and care to properly
attend fo.

Besides the large letter mail that
must be taken care of inﬂwrt—

ing

the large business that Astoria does,
there is the large bulk of business re-
sulting from the publication of seven
newspapers in the cityv—four weekly
papers, and three daily papers; two of
them morning publieations and one
an evening. i

To- baundle all this mail, and do it
promptly. and properly, requires the
employes in the office to give the
work their attention from halfpast
four in the morning nutil ten u'c[::‘k
at night.

Postmaster Hare is only allowed
pay for two assistants. One of them
comes to the office at halfpast four in
the moming to make up the mail that
goes to Portland and the varions

sints tributary to Astorin, the mails
Er which are sent in the morning.

About 8 o'clock Postmaster Hare
and his assistant whbo has charge of
the money order and registered let-
ter department come to the office and
nitend to their respective duties,
while the assistant who made up the
morning muil returns from breakfast
and attends to the distribution of the
wagonload of newspaper mail that
ecame the night before which was not
distributed immediately upoun ils ar-
rival from Portland, by the alternoon
boat which arrives bere all the way
from 430 to 6 o'clock in the evening.

The assistant who rises at 480 n
the morning to send off the early
morning mail econld not in reason be
asked to remain in the office notil late
at night to distribute the late after-
noon mail.

Postmaster Hare and his assistant
who come to the office and are em-
ployed about the delivery window and
their varions clerieal duties conld not
be expected to return to the office
after supper and stay nntil the work
waa all eleared up.

The people of Astoria are justly in-
dignant when they go to the postoffice
in the evening and find that they can-
pot get their mail which has come
down oun the afternocon boat.

When the situation is explained, no
one blames FPostmaster Hare or lus
assistants who are as attentive and
accommaodating as any one conld ask.

Baut the people of this city who pay
taxes to support this government and
its postal serviee do blame the an-

Hare a
sufficient allowance to pay for the as-
sistunce that is requi to deliver
them their mail promptly without
waiting for it from twelve o sixteen
ura.
