N JUNE, 1802, the United States

steamshlp Visitor sank on a reet

off the southern coust of Florlda

N THIS disease the common opin-

fon preyuils that its chief symptom
Is gugar in the urine, this litter belng
etformonsly Increased In quantity, But
there s a varlety In which, though the
quantity of urine ls large, there 18 no
sugar.

This variety often occurs after
middle pge, but It Is not Infrequent
in ehildren, and it may occur in W
family, generation after generation,

In such families there Is usunlly o
highly developed nervous system with
tendency to  excltublllty, hysteria,
brain tumor, and other vervous dis
orders.

It may follow Injurles to the head
and may be preceded by the form of
diabetes In which there Is sugar In
the urine,

It may nlso be produced by exces-
glve use of alcohol, worry, emotion,
and Infectlous diseases of different
kinds. '

Thirst 18 Intense, and the great
volume of urlne passed ls as colorless
s riuln water,

It Is ulso marked by constipation,
Indlgestion, dry skin, excesslve flow
of sullva, headuche, slow pulse, dizzl-
ness, vomiting, and loss In welght

In the gecond varlety the urine Is
abundant, has a sweetish odor and Is
somewhut sticky In feeling.

Its specific gravity 1s high and its
content of sugar large. 1

Sugar Iy the product of the dlges-
tlon of starchy materlal In the siall
intestine, when acted upon by the
secretion of the puncreana, It 18 ab-
gorbed from the Intestine, carrled 1o
the llver wnd thence Is carrled over
the body by the blood und distributed
1o the cells, where It 18 decomposed
and used to produce heat and energy.

3ul It can be utillzed In this way
only to the extent of one or Two 1urts
per thousund, snd If the blood con.
talns wore thun that, It Is transported
by the blood to the kldoneys, which
eliminate us much of It as they cuan
In the urlne, the remalnder clreulnt-
ing with the blood as a polson.

It Is more common In men than in
women, may be heraditary, and often
ovccurs In those who are fat, who hnve
gout, or who gre Intensely nervous.

It may follow grippe, typhoid, and
other Infectious dlseuses, und may be
caused by worry, grief or Injury, espe-
clally to the hend.

Diet Is usunlly more lmportant than
medleine, and 1t often happens that
some of the sugurs und fats of the Jlet
may be retained with advantage.

Such fruits ns ornnges.  penches,
spricots und prones are usuully ullow-
able.

Ollve oll wnd codldiver oll may be
used, nlso meat, lsh, outmenl, cocon,
wilk, crenm snd butter.

It must always be remembered thnat
this disease s not tosbe treated by
any rule or formuln, but by the Indl-

vidual requirements of each patient.

JOSEPH LEIDY

J{)SEI‘H LEIDY was one of the fore-
most naturallsts of Amerien, the
more remuarkable because he was self
tuught, Practically every bit of his
wonderful knowledge of plunts snd
minerals and animals, he apequired
himself without the ald of u teucher.

He waus born September 0, 1828, in
Phfladelphia. It geems thut he hud
quite a talent for drawing snd might,
hud he followed his first ambition, have
hecome n well-known artist. At slx-
teen he left school and took s position
a8 A drug clerk, While he was not
wulting on customers, he began study-
ing botany and minernlogy swnd com-
purative blology and such things snd
lenrnlog 8o rapldly that he wus admit-
ted to the university of Penusylvanin
und took his degres as a medical doc-
fur when he was only twenty-one,

He went abrond and came to notlee,
first, by uls studles of terrestrinl gus-
{eropolds, which, transinted into every-
div langunge, 8 the form of animal
life that erawls on its stomach. He
made some valuuble additions to scl-
ence by hig work on fossil horses
and was the only American author to
work on extinet vertebrata.

According to recent profesgors, his
most important paleontologlenl contri-
bution to the knowledge of the world
wus A paper on some vertehrate re-
maing discovered in the phosphate beds
of South Carolina, In splte of the dry-
as-dust sound of his work, his re-
searches led him Into many lnterest-
Ing and romantle discoverles of dead
forms of life. He dled In 1501,

Nathuntel Hawthorne, one of the
leading Amerlcan Ilterary Agures, was
born In Salem, Muass, July 4, 1804, e
recelved his educntion ln Bowdoln col-
lege and gradusted from thuat lustito-
tlon In 1825

His lterary work 18 the resull nf
the most careful study. Following hils
graduation from college he lived a life
of retirement and devoted much time
to writing tules and sketches, Few
of these sulted him and the majority
of them were conslgned to the fire.
The survivers appenred In the maga-
gines and newspapers of the dhy.

Hawthorne's romance “Fuanshawe”
was published noonymously In 1832,
and in 1897 his "Twice-told Tales” up-
peared In book form. “Thls work re
celyed “Ita title from the fact that It
was a collection of articles thut had
previously been published In perfodi-
culs, and thus was [lterally belog
“told" for the second time

Hawthorne's politienl  offices  con-
sisted of belng the costoms officer of
the port of Boston; surveyor of the
port of Sulem; and Amerlean consul
to Liverpool—an appolntment he re
celved from him old college chumn,
President Franklin Plerce

Some of the best known works of
this anghor are, “Mosses from an Old
Manse” “House of Seven OGables™
and “The Searlet Letter.” Hawthorne
dled at Plymouth, N. H., May 18,
