JOHNSON SAYS
HARVEY MADE
WILD SPEECH

Will Not Win By Landslide
Claims California Solon
When Ambassador Aeccus-
es Him Of Statement. Lea-
gue of Nations Hit|.

«*NEW YORK, July 27—
Branding the information as|
“gross fabrication” here today,

Senator Hiram Johnson of Cali-
fornia, made a sweeping denial
in several published statements
that he had ever said that he
would win by a landslide in the
event he secured the republican
nomination for president next
year,

*“Is False,”” Says Johnson

The statement was credited
to Senator Hiram Johnson by
Ambassglor Harvey, who said
Johnson made it while he was
talking with Harvey yesterday.
The California senator atated
that if Harviey had made the
statement he made it with the
full knowledge that it was false.

"Meant Henry Ford

At the time Ambassador Har-
vey told of Johnson making the
statement he also stated that he
did not believe that Johnson
would either get the nomination
or that he would be elected if
he did succeed in getting the
nomination. Ambasador Harvey
later said that he did not mean
Johnson at all in his statements,
but was referring to Henry Ford
all the time,

Sees Another War

The statements of Harveyi
coming as_.they did the day after
Senator Johnson

had made an
immense hit with his speech
against fareign entanglements,

were rather disconcerting and
but for the immediate denial by
Johnson might have caused no
end of trouble. The senator in
his talk in New York yesterday,
stated that he could see another
war coming in Europe and ad-
vised the people of the United
States to avoid entanglements
in it if possible.
Believe Harding Sincere

The popular senator scored
the League of Nations, but did
not hit President Harding for
supporting the World Court
idea. *‘I believe Jhat Harding
is sincere’” he stated, ‘“and be-
lieves he can accomplish the al-
most impossible tasks ahead of
him, but he will find they are
a great deal more difficult than
he expects.”

Leaves for Washington

The California senator is
leaving New York for Washing-
ton, D. C., the last of this week,
and will clean up all the work
waiting there for him, after
which he will leave for his home
in California, where he will ar-
rive some time the latter part
of August.

WORK ON 20,000 FT.
TUNNEL UNDER WAY

REDDING, Calif., July 27.—
Ground wag broken yesterday
at the east portal of the Pacific
Gas and Electri company’s 20,-
000-foot tunnel that is to be a
part of the diversion canal from
the Pit River to Pit No. 3 Pow-
er House. The tunnel is really
two separate tunnels, cutting
through two mountain ridges,
but the two tunnels are to be
connected together and made
one. So there will be four head-
ings to work from.

This will be a pressure tun-
nel. It will be essentially a part
of the pen stock, delivering wa-
ter at the power house under a
vertical pressure of 300 feet.

The principal camp in connec-
tion with Pit No. 3 construction
will be at the damsite four miles
up stream from Pit No. 3 proper.
There is already a considerable
village at the damsite.

The dam will be 110 feet high.
It wil 1back up Pit Rivep for a
distance of nine miles, making
a lake. The lake will be a mile
and a half wide in its widest
part. The dam'ia close to Peck’s
bridge on the county road. This
bridge will be submerged by
sixty or seventy feet of water.
The crest of the dam will serve
as 1 hidge for the county road.

Rails are laid on the railroad
from Cavton to within four
miles of the damsite. The road
bed is graded to the damsite.

Work For 99 Teachers

OREGON LEADS IN
SCHOOL ATTENDANCE

SALEM, July 2 7.—Oregon
leads the nation in the per cent
of its school population in aec-
tual daily attendance in the ele-
mentary and high schools. Re-
ports received here by J. A.
Churchill, state superintendent
of public instruction, from John
J, Tigert of the United States
Department of Education show
that Oregon has 76 per cent of
its school population between
the ages of five and 18 years
of age in daily attendance.

Utah ranks second with 72.6
per cent, California is third with
70.8 per cent, Wyoming fourth
with 70.7 per cent, Idaho fifth
with 69.6 per cent, Nevada sixth
with 68.9 per cent and Washing-
ton seventh with 68.3 per cent.

The average for the states of
the nation is but 58.2 per cent,
the report shows,

““This is a record of which
Oregon may indeed be proud,”
Churchill declared. ‘‘The high
standard of teaching maintained
in the achools of the state and
the enforcement of the compul-
sory school laws are respomnsible
for this splendid showing.”

SURVEY OF KLAMATH
RIVER  COMPLETED

EUREKA, Calif., July 27—
The California Power Board of
the Mnited States Power com-
mission has completed a survey
of the Klamath River, conducted
with the object of determining
what effect diversien of the
Trinity River, the Klamath's
chiet tributary, wcjild have. W.
H., Sampson and associates of
Corning, Tehama county, have
proposed a plan ‘to divert the
Trinity River through the divide
into the Sacramento River water
shed.

Residents of this county, many
of whom areeopposed to the pro-
posed diversion ,accompanied
the board on a thirty-mile trip
up the river. The board mem-
bers were shown the lumbering
operations which use the river
to raft logs to the sea, the cheese
industry which uses river trans-
portation, the ‘shake industry,
which ships via the river, and
the salmon packing industry,
which also is a river shipper.
