SAVINGS MORE THAN
DOUBLE IN DECADE

New York.—Reported savings de-
posits in banks and trust compa-
nies of the United States have
more than doubled in amount dur-
ing the past decade, and the num-
ber of accounts have increased by
about 141 per cent, figures com-
piled by the Savings Bank Division,
American Bankers Association,
show.

“It distributed equally among our
. sntire population, the savings de-
posits in 1912 would have given

$89 to each adult and child in the
country.,” the Division’s report
says, “but in 1922 the portion oi
each would have been no less than
$168."

The officlally reported savings
deposits are as follows:

1922 ....17,331,479,000 30,323,320
