President Harding delivered1 
one of the most inspiring addres­
ses of bis ill-fated trip at Meach- 
em. At the time of his visit he 

’ was strongly impressed with the 
beauties of the mouutaitfs in that 
vicinity and expressed a wish that j 
they could be viewed by every 
lover of nature in America.

The movement for the erection 
of the memorial is headed by A. 
F. Alexander, of Walla Walla, a 
staunch Democrat, of Southern 
extraction, who is known through­
out the Northwest as the Father 
of the Old Oregon Trail. Among 
its supporters are* men and w o-1 
men of every political faith. It is ¡ 
strictly a non-partisan movement | 
— a desire on the part of patriotic 
Americans of the Northwest to 
pay honor to a great American.

Governor W alter M. Pierce of 
Oregon and Governor Louis F. 
Hart, of Washington, have ap­
proved the project, as have Rep­
resentatives in' Congress from the 
two States who have been ap­
proached. The newspapers in i 
Southeastern Washington and 
Eastern Oregon have endorsed

the scheme, and all that defer»1
its consummation is the perfect­
ion of a permanent organization 
and securing of funds to carry it 
forward.

Jefferson Myers, State Treas- 
urer of Oregon, has offered a fin­
ancing plan that is meeting gen- ■ 
eral approval. He proposes that 
Congress be requested to issue 
gold dollars in sufficient amount 
that, when sold» will provide the 
funds for the erection of the 
memorial and its perpetual main-] 
tenance. Myers suggests that 
these gold dollars can be dispos­
ed of at a premium sufficiently 
great to finance the scheme. It 
is proposed that these gold dol­
lars bear the portrait of Presi­

dent H&rdiQg on the obverse side 
and on the reverse side the offic­
ial insignia of the Oregon Trail. 
If necessary, Mr. Myers proposes 
that a souvenir half-dollar be 
minted and disposed of in the 
same manner.

What means has a savings depositor to prove that he ha* 
deposited his money in a bank? A person leaving his money aa 

a deposit in a bank is given a pass book.

PASS B 00K = A  small account book in which 
is written down by the bank a  complete 
record of the deposits and other credits, 
the withdrawals or debits and the depos­
itor’s balance.

DEPOSITS=Money left with the bank by the 
depositor or some one for him creating a 
credit.

CREDITS=Items representing deposits or 
other amounts which are credited, that is, 

added to the customer’s account; interest earned by his 
money is also added to his account from time to time by the 
hank and is a credit just as money actually deposited by 
him.

WITHDRAWALS=Money drawn from the bank by the depos­
itor, or by some one duly authorized by him to do so, creat­

ing a debit.

DEBITS=Items representing amounts withdrawn which are 
subtracted from the depositor’s balance.

BALANCE=Difference between credits and debits.

It is best to deposit savings in a bank because your money 
is safe; it earns more money; a systematic record is kept; it 
stimulates more savings and. your money is always available 
when required.
