The contributing factors in
bringing about this situation are;
first, the menace of labor troub-
les in the mines has been remov-
ed through the agreements sign-
ed by both the anthracite and
bituminous producers and miners,
insuring an uninterrupted supply
of coal, and second, the increas-
ing number of people who store
coal during the Summer season.
The Government’s inventory of |
coal stocks showed that the to-
tal quantity of soft coal in the
hands of commercial consumers
on September 1 was about 47,-!
000,000 tonms.
Retail dealers’ stocks of anthra-
cite were 71 per cent larger on
September 1, 1924, than they were
on the corresponding date of 1923.
The production of anthracite dur-
ing the first eight months of this
year was steady, and during the
Summer months the output flow-
ed into the storage piles of pro-
ducers, retailers and consumers.
There are no available statistics
on householders’ stocks, but pro-
duction figures and retail deal-
ers’ deliveries indicate that house-
holders’ stocks are normal.
Over the country as awhole in-
dustridl concerns had a fifty-six
day’s supply of bituminous coal on
September 1. The reserves vary
with the distance from the mine
and the character of the coal us-
ed. The figures indicate that New
England, Wisconsin and the up-
per Peninsula of Michigan and
the northern Rocky Meountain re-
glon had a ninety days' supply,
and that New York, New Jersey
and the Carolinas had better than
a sixty-day supply.
The railroads have a supply of
coal to last them forty-four days,
while electric light companies
have supplies to last them fifty-!
eight days, and manufacturing gas
plants had a ninety-day reserve.
Production of bituminous coal
is averaging around 40,000,000
tons per month, while the output
of anthracite is slightly beyond
7.000,000-tons.
