WASHINGTON, Feb. 2 Î  — 
Modification of requirements for 
reinstatem ent of War Risk In­
surance privileges of veterans of 
the World War, has been an­
nounced by the United States 
Veterans’ ‘Bureau, following a 
formal opinion by Attorney-Gen­
eral Stone.

i“This decision is of vital im­
portance to thousands of disabled 
veterans, beneficiaries of the bur­
eau as to compensation, who a l­
lowed their insurance to lapse 
through non-payment of prem­
iums,” Director Frank T. Hines, 
of the Veterans’ Bureau, declar­
ed.

"Under the provisions of Sec­
tion 408 of the W ar Risk Insur­
ance act, which governed the op­
eration of the bureau up to June 
7, 1924, is was necessary, in order 
to revive insurance, that the in­
sured veteran at the date of lapse, 
be entitled to sufficient compen­
sation to pay all premiums then 
due, and that such compensation 
should remain uncollected at the 
time of permanent total disability, 
or death— either of which would 
m ature insurance; and, further, 
th a t the insured a t the time of 
permanent disability, or death, 
be entitled to sufficient uncol­
lected compensation to pay all 
unpaid premiums."

Hines pointed out that Section 
805 of the World W ar Veterans’ 
aet, known as the Reed-Johnson 
bill, as construed by the general 
counsel of the bureau and con­
firmed by the Attorney-General, 
"augm ents the relief to veterans, 
broadens the latitude of the bur-
