tion in the matter of food. Mr. Mitch-
el has appointed eleventh-hour
commissioner of markets, who an-
nounced that he would buy potatoes |
and sell them to the people. I asked
why, if the market commissioner
could do this with potatoes, he could
not also do it with other vegetables,
milk, meats, bread and coal. Today
he announces that he will attempt
to get permission to purchase meats,
milk and fuel

“It is curions that Mr.
should at this time awaken to the
city's duty to reduce food prices, in
which he has shown no interest for
nearly four vears. At the same time
Tammany likewise is beginning to be
loud in its promises of relief. But
their present interest is easily ex-
plained. The men behind the fu-
sion movement and the Tammany
machine and the Republican machine
know that the people have lost faith
in all of them alike. They know that
the people realize that the old parties |
have failed and the old meaningless |
party slogans are falling this year on
deal ears.

“If we Socialists have sunm-dml.
in forcing the old parties to such an |
extent by a few weeks of campaign-
ing. how much more could we ac-
comnlish if we were put in control
of the city!

“The voters know that they can
expect nothing from the old parties,
all of whom are bound by the closest
financial ties to the big profiteering
interests.

“In the case of sugar, the people
of this city consume 40,000,000
pounds a month.

“These things have not been done.
No fusion or Tammany or Ropuhh
can city administration is capable
of doing them, becauge none of these |
parties is interested in conducting
the clty for the people.

“If a Socialist administration
elected, it will devote the great pow-
ers of the city to solving these press- |
ing problems of food distribution and
food prices.”
