How Tropical Fruits Are Protected,
It may have struck you that mwost

tropical fruits bave thick or hard or |

nauseous rinds, which need to be torn
off before the monkeys or birds for
whose use they are Intended can get
at them and eat them. Our porthern
strawberries, raspberries, currants and
whortleberries, developed with a sin-
gle eye to the pretty robins and finches
of temperate climes, ean be popped
into the mouth whole and eaten as
they staud. They are mennt for small
birds to devour and to dlsperse the
tiny undigested, nutlike seeds Lo return
for the bribe of the soft pulp that sur-
rounds them. But it Is quite otherwise
with oranges, shaddocks, bananas,
plantains, mangoes and pineapples,
Those great tropleal fruits can only be
eaten properly after stripping off the
bhard and often acrid rind that guards
and preserves them. They lay them-
selves out for dispersion by monkeys,
toucans and other relatively large and
powerful frult eaters, and the rind s
put there a8 a barrier agulost small
thieves who would rob the sweet pulp
but be absolutely lncapable of carry-
ing away and dispersing the large and
richly stored seeds it covers.—Cornhill
Magazine,
