SCUTHERN ITALY,

00,000 REPORTED LOST

At Messina 12,600 Perish in Earth-
quake and Tidal Wave—EKing
and Q.icen Go to Scene,

Rome, Dec. 39.—Detween 90,000
and 100,000 dead; Messina, on the
island of Siclly, and Hegglo and a
seore of towns iIn Southern Italy
overwhelmed, entire Calabrian re-
gion lald waste—that Is the earth-
quake's record of Monday so far as
4 present known. Reports are com-
Ing In glowly to Rome on account of
the most complete destruction of
lines of communication to the strick-
en places.

The death total in Messina ranges

from 12,000 to 50,000; that of Reg- '

glo, which, with ils adjacent villages
numbered 45,000,

The King and Queen of Italy are
now on their way to Messina, hav-
ing sailed Tuesday evenlng from
Naples aboard the battleship Vittorlo
Emmanuele, The pope has shown
the grentest distress at the calamity
and be aimself was the first to con-
tribute $200,000 to the relief of the
afflicted. DBritish, Prench and Rus-
slan warships are steaming towards

the gouth and already several of the
ships of Great Britaln and Russia
have performed herole service in the
work of rescue,
