SPENCER F. EDDY.

New Minister to Servia and His Un-
usuzl Romance.

Spencer F. Eddy, who was recently
appointed by President Roosevell as
envoy extraordinary and minister
plenipotentiary to Roomanla aud Ser-
vig, will cowmblune with bhis dutles In
thut capacity the work of American
diplomsatiec agent In Bulgarin, _Mr,
Eddy bas been enlled the Lest dressed
American in Europe and I8 one of the
bhandsomest. He was born In Chleago
thirty-four years ago and educated at
Inrvard and in Germany. He speaks
severnl forelgn langunges fluently and
is a born diplomat. He was private
secretary to the late John Hay when
the latter was ambassador at the
court of St. James und lnter was made
third secretury of legation. Subse-
quently he became second secretary
of legatlon at Paris and from there
was promoted to be first secretary at
Constantinople, serving as charge d'af-
faires during perlods when Ilmportant
matters were under conslderation and
distinguishing bimself by his able
conducet In his post, e goained a rep-
utation for ability to deal with aif-
cult questions through his connection
with the negotlations regarding (he
resue und ransom of the eaptured
whslonary, Miss Ellen Stone. From
