FAVORS WARRANT PLAN.

Senator Carter Proposes Method to
Obviate Bond Issue.

Denver, Nov. 1.—United States Sen-
ator Thomas C. Carter, of Montana,
chairman of the s#enate committee on
irrigation and reclamation of arid
lands, arrived in Denver this morning,
several others of the committee arriv.
ing later in the day.

““There are projects now under way,"
said Senator Carter, “which ecall for
the expendituve of between $40,000,000
and $50,000,000 for enterprises which
ought to be rushea to completion im-
mediately, in order to open up homes
for the settlers and to provide for re-
plenishing of the reclamation fund.

“It has heen suggested that govern-
ment bonds be issued to providAe the
capital necessary, My own iden is that
warrants issued against the reclama-
tion fund would serve the purpose
equally well.

**There has already been expended on
the Pathfinder system in Wyoming §1,-
000,000, but until the distributing sys-
tem is completed there will be no pay-
ments collected by the government.

““The Salt river project will require
an expenditure of more than §3,000,-
000. Up to this time $2,000,000 has
been expended and the dam which im-
pounds 1,000,000 acre feat of water is
just so much dead effort unless we go
further immediately and place the wa-
ter on the land."”

Problem Solved,

80 years of activity in the field of con-
struetion Professor Thaddeus S, C.

ia mbout to complete the labor of his
life and give to the world a practical
freight-carrying sir craft,

“The day of experimenting has pass-
ed,” said Professor Lowe today, *‘and
I hope before long to be able to start
the largest practical airship the world
has ‘ever seen on & trip to the Atlantic
coast."’’

While the plans of the airehip ure as
yet o guarded secret, the inventor has
shown them to General Allen, chief of
the United States signul service, and
to the practical minda that have con-
ceived and reviewed them they contain
no flaws desitined to prove fatal in the
final teat.

“If you will imagine that I had in
my balloon ear when I went up for re-
connoissance with General M:Clellan
the 100 or 160 horsepower motor en-
ginea of 1909, you will see that I could
have ended the Civil war in a week. I
will be able to carry 20 tons on my ex-
perimental airship,”” he said.

Fire Sweeps Black Hills.

Deadwood, 8. D., Nov. 1.—No less
than six forest fires are now burning
in the Black Hills, and damage already
done will run into hundreds of thous-
ands of dollars.

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IRRIGATION IN MALHEUR,

Private Company Planning to Water
160,000 Acres.

Salem — According to advices re-
ceived in the office of the state en-
gineer at Salem, Trowbridge & Niver,
& private reclamation company with a
splendid record, is conducting a suryey
of & tract, including about 150,000
acres of arid land, some of which is in
Malheur county in this state and some
in Idaho. The object is to learn
through the results of the surveys if it
would be feassible to start a reclama-
tion project covering this territory.

The land which is receiving the at-
tention of the reclamation company’s
engineers lies bweteen the Owyhee and
Snake rivers. The water for irriga-
tion will probably be taken from the
Owyhee river. The project is in its
incipient stage, and no definite infor-
mation &s to the plans of Trowbridge
& Niver ecan be obtained.

According to State Engineer Lewis,
the work done by Trowbridge & Niver,
has proved highly satisfactory and in
those districts in Idaho where the firm
has already accomplished big results,
the people of the state prefer the eom-
pany’s operations to the United States
government’s projecta,

The day after Oregon's new water
law went into effect last spring, Trow-
bridge & Niver sent a party of sur-
veyors and engineers into the Owyhee
river valley to take observations. The
work has been continued until the
present, which leads the state engineer
to believe that the private company
will shortly take up a large tract in
this state for reelamation.

TUNNEL THROUGH MOUNTAINS

Indications Point to Huge Undertak-
irg by O.R. & N.

Pendleton—Rumors in local railroad
circles here predict the greatest rail-
road undertaking that has taken place
in this section of the state for years,
of which the crew of surveyors which
are now working on the Stanfield-
Coyote cutoff are the vanguard. This
untderaking includes, among other mc-
tive changes and improvements, tun-
neling through the Blue mountains and
the elimination of several bad grades
for the purpose of shortening the time
and distance between Chicago and
Portland.

This tunnel, which of necessity
would be from three to five miles in
length, would accomplish much in the
saving of time and power. By pushing
up Butcher ereek canyon and there en-
tering the mountains, the worst part
of the grade and many windings would
be eliminated, and on the east side of
the mountain the famous Kamela hill
would be avoided and the distance from
Huron to La Grande reduced to 12
miles,

Rumor also says that considerable
work will be done on Tellocasset hill,
between Union and Baker City. It is
believed that surveying camps will be
egtablished at Duncan and Encina and
at other points within the next few
days. If these improvements are ac-
tually contemplated by the O. R. & N.,
it i evident that it is not the intens
tion of the officials to divert freight or
passenger business down the Snake
river, as has been proposed.

Heppner—One of the biggest sheep
deals that has been made in this see-
tiun this season has just been consum-
mated.

ERA OF LOW MORTALITY,

It Has Been Reached by the Civilized
World.
Washington, Oct, 29.—“The civ-
ilized world bhas indeed arrived at an
era of low mortality.””
This conclugion is stated in census
bureau bulletin No. 104, on mortality
statistics for 1008, prepared by Dr.
Cressy L. Wilbur, chief statistician for
vital statistics under Director Dorand,
who has transmitled it to Secretary
Nagel, of the department of ecommerce
and labor,
The death rate of the registration
state in 1908 was 15.8 per 1,000 of
population, which was slightly lower
than that for the entire registration
ares, 16.4 per1,000, and it is the low-
est on record. Dr., Wilbur states it is
probably the lowest death rate that
has ever occurred in the United States,
The death rate of the rural portions
of these states was still lower, being
only 14 per 1,000, while that of the
urban population was 16.5 per 1,000;
the latter including all cities having a
population of 8,000 or more inhabitants
in 1900, and being, as usual, some-
what greater than the rural rate. Such
rates would have seemed quite out of
the question a few years ago,

Nearly one-fifth of all the deaths
that occurred were those of infants
uander one year of age and over one-
fourth are of children less than five
years of age.

Nearly one-fourth of all deaths reg-
istered were those of persona born out-
side of the United States. The states
having the largest proportion of
native-born Americans of native stock
are, Dr. Wilbur states, the ones in
which it is the most difficult to secure
the passage of effective registration
laws. Therefore, the actual mortality
of Americans of native parentage is
not fully represented in the registra-
tion area, although over two-thirds of
the deaths regiatered were of native-
born persons and one-third were of na-
tive-born with native parenta,

It appears that the month of maxi-
mum mortality in 1908 was January,
with 67,763 deaths and that of mini-
mum mortality was June, with 49,701
deaths,

TOHELPEST COAST

Immediate Appropriations Neces-
sary for Commerce,

NEEDED TO SECURE CANAL TRADE

Congress Must Change Plans if Coun-
trylls to Receive Any Marked
Benefits of Work.

Washington, Oct. 830.—*“The Pacific
Coast harbors need immediate appro-

priations from congress to deepen
them and provide for commerce
through the Panuma canal. Portland,

Tacoms, Seattle, Grays Harbor, San
Diego, Los Angeles, Oakland and Eu-
reku must be provided for more liber-
ally in the future if the Western coast
is to reap the full benefit of the great
Isthmian cut now being made. The
Sacramento and San Joaquin, the Co-
lumbia and Snake rivers on the west-
ern slope traverse a country that is de-
veloping too fast to wait for appropri-
ations made in the old manner, They
must receive larger amounts from con-
gress if the country is to receive any
marked benefita,’’’

These are sentiments expressed by
John A. Fox, special director of the
National Rivers and Harbors congress,
who has just completed & tour of the
country, covering substantially the
route followed by President Taft.

Mr. Fox, who is an engineer of dis-
tinction, having been connected with
mauny of the big waterway projects of
the country, is to make a report to the
Rivers and Harbors congress at its
next meeting in Washington on De-
cember 8, 9 and 10. In his report he
will elaborate upon the idea above
quoted, and will undertake to impress
upon the congress, and through it upon
the national congress, the importance
of making large appropriations for im-
mediate uge in further improving the
big harbors of the Pacifie coast, so
that they may, ns he indicates, reap
full benefits from the commerce that
will seek the Pacific coast upon com-
pletion of the Panama canal,

On his recent tour Mr, Fox started
from Washington, went down the At-
lantic const, through the southernmost
tier of states, and northward along the
Pacific const from San Diego to Bell-
ingham. He then retraced his ateps to
Portland and studied the situation on
the Columbia and Snake rivers, and
from there followed the Missouri from
its headwaters to itsa mouth. He re-
turned by way of the. Great lakes and
completed his tour with an inspection
of the Ohio river.

PRAIRIE FIRE RAGES,

Homes of South Dakota Claim Hold-
ers Are Swept Away,

aDllas, 8. D., Oct. 30,—A prairie
fire extending a distance of three miles
from east to west is raging in Tripp
county, in the sonthwestern part of the
atate,

Much loss to farm buildings and
crops is reported and hundreds of men
and women are out fighting the flames.

The towns of Lamro and MecNeeley,
threatened for a time, were saved after
strenuous efforts,

The fire started in the Southern part
of the county and was swept along by
a high south wind. At one time Lam-
ro was completely surrounded by
flames, but at last reports the place
was believed to have been saved. The
entire population and the surrounding
country went out to combat the flames
and for hours worked desperately,

The town of McNeeley suffered a
similar experience and the flames were
diverted only after heroic efforts,
