H-eavy Downpour of Rain Breaks
All Previous Records.

HEAVY LOSS OF LIFE IS FEARED

During Four Days 48 Inches of Rain
Fell—Kingston Suffers Dam-
age of $500,000.

Kingston, Jumaien, Nov, 10, via Hol-
lnnd Bay, Ja., Nov. 12—From the frag-
mentary reports arriving here from the
countryside the damage resulting from
the storms and floods that have raged
throughout this island since last Friday
is enormous,

Loss of lifo has resulted, but esti-
mates are impossible,

A portion of the railway and the
coast line on the north side of the island
has been soriously damaged.

Property in and aropnd Kingston suf-
fered soverely, the damage sustained
thus far being estimated at $500.000.

The recorded rainfall from November
6 to November 10 was 48 inches, The
dowapour continues, the daily fall av-
eraging 10 inches, In one day the
precipitation amounted to 13 inches,
There are no signs of the wenther
breaking.

Communication was established today
with the north eoast by steamor.

All telegraph wires are down and
mosspges are being sent from Kingston
to the eable house by boat.

Tho banana plantations in the north
and northeastern portions of the island
have been badly hit by the storm.
Thousande of acres of trees have been
level and the fruit trade is at a
vomplete standstill,

The United Fruit Company’s stenmer

Men who volunteered to enter the
burning mine were brought out dead.
Twelve bodies hive so far been recov-

Water turned into the shaft made
no headway nguinst the flames, and
onrly in the alternoon the mine was
sealed up in the hope of cheeking the
flames,

The survivors said many of the
miners had retreated to the further-
most cnds of the weins, where thoy

might huddle together, gasping what
little oxygen remained in the sealed
and burning mine in the hope that the
reseners might rench them before it
was exhaused, The most hopeful of
those seeking to aid the men doubt
that many will he found nlive.

The only men to eseape wers those
near the main shaft whon the fire
started,  They deeclared a  enreloss
niiner had thrown a toreh on a bundle
of hay used fo feod the mine miules,
In a fow minutes the smotldering mass
was placed on a  eart und started
towanrd the muin dhaft about 150 feet
away. Before it was reached a small
explosion oecitrred and in a few mo-
ments the eontrance was filled with
smoke and flames. Those nearcst the
cages hurried to them and were hoisted
to the surface. After four trips the
eages censed moving and no more
miners eame up.
