FOR DRASTIC ACTION

Taft Inquires About Execution of
Americans by Zelaya.

NICARAGUA CAUGHT IN THE ACT

President Upholds Cause of Revolu-
tionists and Sets Precedent
in American History,

Whashington, Nov. 20,— Announce-
ment that this government is tired bf
the hign-handed aetion of small Cen-
tral Ameriean republics practically was
contained in a dispatch sent late todsy
to the Bloefields Steamship company,
which sought the protection of the state
department from interference by insur-
gents now operating sgainst President
Zelaya.

An hour Iater a peremptory mnote,
couched in diplomatie language, baut
none the lesa direct, was delivered to
Senor Felipe Rodrigues, charge d’af-
fuires of the Niearaguan Jegation, de-
manding a full and eomplete explana-
tion oy the execution of two Americans,
Leonard Grace and Leroy Cannon,
killed by order of Zelaya when they
were found in the insurgent army,

Pending a satisfactory explanation of
the occurrencs, President Taft has re-
fused 1o recognize Isidore Hazera, pew
Niearaguan minister. Mr. Taft is
thoroughly aroused by netions of the
Zelayan government, and apparently is
determined to make the lives of Ameri-
can citizens mueh safer and much more
respectod in Central America than they
have been hitherto,

The attitude of the government was
clearly shown in the dispateh to the
Blgeficlds steamship compnny, the head-
quarters of which is in New Orleans.
The compan’s steamer was about to
st sail for Bluefields with a miscel-
lancous cargo, in which were a number
of rifles and other munitions of war.
The corporation was warned by agents
of the Niearaguan insurrectionary
foraes that the vessel wonld be liable
to seizure, and the steamship people
promptly called on the state depart
ment to declare the protection of this
government in such cases. The state
department repliod promptly. The an-
swor was the result of a conference be-
tween President Taft and Secretary
Knox and carried full weight.

It gave the stenmship eoncern no en-
courngement, and practically recognized
the revolutionary forees operating

against the Zelaya administration, a

proceeding for which there probably is
no parallel in the records of this gov-
ernment,

CLATM AGAINST CHILE,

United, States Makes Demand for Bet-
tlement of Old Case.

Washington, Nov. 20—The Alsop
clasim against Chile for more than
$1,000,000, pending for 33 years, has
ussumod-n eritieal stage. Mr, Dawson,
American minister to Chile, is now on
his way to Washington, having left Mr,
Piprpont in echarge of the legation.

It is mot improbable that, if the
Chilean government does not econsont
to a final settlement within the next
few days, the Ameriean legation in
Santiago will be closed -and its archives
placed in the hands of the American
consu _for safekeeping. Intimation to
this affect has been given to Minister
Cruz, representing Chile in Washing
ton,

This action on the part of the state
department is not to be taken as an
ultimatum to Chile, but this govern
ment's purpose in withdrawing its dip-
lomatie representatives from that coun-
try is n protest against Chile’s in-
terminable delays concerning this elaim.

It is not thought probable that Chile
will willingly eontinue to be exhibited
before the world as a ecountry which
resorts to every ible effort to avoid
the payment of hdmittedly just debts,
Only & week or ten days ago Minister
Duwson entered into an agreement with
the Chilean foroign office as to the form
of a protocol which was to be the basis
for u reference of the Alsop elaim to
The Hague tribunal,

The Chilean government, however, re
fused o comply with eonditions agreed
upon, and in effect ropudisted its own
foreign office, >
