Tonnage of War Vessels Exceed-

ed Only by England.

GERMANY SOON TAKE OUR PLACE

Kaiser Has More Battleships Under
Construction Will Be Second

Power on High Seas.

Washington, Nov. 27. Measured hy
actual naval tonnage in service, the
United States ranks second among the
nations of the world; Great Britain
alone surpasses this country. But if
to the tonnage in service is added to
tonnage of warships authorized and in
course of construction, the United
States is compelled to yield second place
iu uKrmuuy. xn otner worus, uormany
hnl in POIirua nf nnn&t.nntutn nxnra lo.m
battleships than has the United States.
The relative order of warship tonnage
of tho great nations today is as fol-
lows:
Great Britain 1,758,350
United States 682,785
Germany 609.700
France . . . 602.920
Japan 396,368
Russia 259,263
Italy 216,038
Austria 114,897

It will be noted that Japan is far
inferior to the United States in its
naval strength, standing fifth on the
list. It will also be noted from the
following table, showing the total naval
tonnage of the great nations, as would
be the case were vessels building now
completed, that Japan retains her rela
tive position on the list, with even lesB
tonnage than the United States. As
suming vessels under construction were
all completed, the navies of the world
would show the following tonnage:
Great Britain 2,005,873
Germany 820,692
United States 785,687
France 760,906
Japan 489,704
Kussia 412,250
Italy 257,818
Austria 367,297

These figures are intercstiug in scv
oral respects. Germany, for instance,
which long stood fourth on the list of
naval powers, has rapidly passed hoth
the United States and Franco. Japan,
on tho other hand, supposed to have
been nmkinK great strides in the devel
opment of her navy, is not building as
last as the United States. During the
past year she increased her naval ton-
nage less than 50,000, and it is seen
from the statistics above that her in
crease, according to her present pro
gramme, will not be equal to that of
the United States. The tonnage of the
American navy today exceeds that of
Japan by about 286,000; with the pres-
ent programme of both nations com-
pleted, the United States will lead bv
nae,uuu.

TAX BEGTJXATIONS MADE.

Income From Corporations Expected to
Be $25,000,000.

Washington, Nov. 27. Corporation
tax regulations are now complete and
ready for the printer. It has been a
great task .to meet all the complexities
of the law and expected attacks upon it
by the corporations. Latest estimates
indicate a net revenue from the cor
poration tax of approximately $25,000,-00- 0

annually, and 122,000 corporations
probably will have to pay the tax.

In a far southwestern state it has
been found that not more than 10 per
cent of many thousands of corporations
over have actually done business. Im-
proper registration in many cases is
expected, but the series of penalties
under the law will apply to all, even to
those who fail to get the forms and
regulations. The mailing of the forms
and blanks to every corporation listed
in ithe various districts is not required
by law, and is merely to assist the cor-
porations. Those not registered should
apply immediately to collectors.

All returns are required to he in the
collector's hands by March 1, then sent
to the Internal revenue bureau here,
where the tax will be assessed and the
taxpaying corporations notified by June
1, the tax to be paid hy July 1,

During this
time he has lived on sheep he has killed
and food taken from cabins in the
neighborhood. Badoni was found by
the officers sunning himself on ton of
Squaw rock, and was captured before
he could offer any resistance.

Borghl In 1895. Divers were en-
gaged, and the two galleys located,
measured and carefully examined, and
from both bronzes, pieces of wood, an-

chors and ornaments of all kinds were
collected. The larger vessel measures
about 230 feet In length and 80 feet
In beam, and the smaller 200 feet In
length and 65 feet in beam. Some
pieces of lead pipe were found in the
Teasels. They bear the inscription,
"Caesarls Aug. Germanlce," the official
name of Caligula.
