Open Lamps Ignite Gas and Ex-
plosion Follows.

RESCUERS ARE FORCED BACK

Prompt Action of Management Aids
Hundreds to Escape—Fire Pre-
vents Recovery of Bodies,

St. Louis, Mo., Dee. 25, —Eight men
were killed and the lives of 400 per-
sons were imperiled by an explosion of
gas in mine A of the Chicago & Curter-
ville Coal .compnny st Herrin, Il1,, late
Thursidny, Open lamps enrried by the
ming engineer and his assistants eaused
the disnster, according to a long-dis-
tance telephone message from the mine
offies to the Associated Pross, There
were three men and a boy in this party.
All lost thir lives,

Prompt action by the management
resulted in the safe oxit of the hun-
dreds of men nt work below ground.
Within five minutes after the first re-
port of the explosion, miners in the im-
meadinte vieinity of the aeeident were
started toward the surface and on the
return trips of the cages rescuers were
lowered to entries No. 7 and No, 8,
west, where the catastrophe took place.
Among the dead were:

W. T. Pigrce, mine engineer.

Eugene Barrott, ussistant engincer.

Thomas Willinms, assistunt manager,

Thomus Guinney, superintendent o1
the mine, and Robert Huston, manuger,
hoaded the first relay of rescuers. De
spite the black damp that flowed into
the chambers adjoining those in which
Pierce and Lis purty wore killed, these
mon plunged into the workings,

Three  bodies blogked  their path;
Husty exumination showed that the
men wore alive, and they were rushed
to the surface. One was A. J, Huston,
brother of tle manager. The others,
Charles Klem and Albert Shelton, and
Huston were revived, and 8l are ex-
pectod to recover from the cffects of
the gas,

The rescuers next found the bodies
of Sunyder, Greeco and Romeo, miners.
None of these men had been burned,
the condition of the corpses testifying
to the force of the concnssions, The
body of Harbor, & miner, was badly
burned, the featnres heing  scorehed
almost beyond recognition,

Efforts of tho rescuers to penefrate
more deeply into the workings were re-
pulsed by inerensing afterdamp. The
ventiluting apparatus of the mine lad
not been damuged, but it could not eope
successfully with the gases, and Guin-
ney and Huston and their higlpers were
forced to retreat, leaving the bodies of
Pioree and his companions. 'The fire
ualso began to gain headway, and it is
not expected the bodies ean ba recoy-
ered before tomorrow.,

News of tho explosion soon sprend
through Herring, and women and ehil
drem rushed at onee to the shaft-honse.
But ns the eages emptied load after
load of resened miners sobs of anguish
guve way to eries of joy. These in
turn were soon liushed to murmurs of
sympathy as the bodies of the dead
were hrought to the surface.

Exports to Canndn under the opern
tion of the now tarift law have not been
tompiled by the burcan of statisties of
the department of ¢ommerce and labor,
hut indieations nre that they will show
celatively as great a falling off in oil
oxports ns those to Franee,

Notwithstanding the abrogation of
the reciprociy treaty with Franee, re
ports to the bureau for November, the
first month under the new order of
things, show larger totals in both im-
ports and exports than in the corre
sponding month of last yéar, Raw cot-
ton, which is imported into Franee free
of duty, and hence is not affieted hy
the tariff ehanges, is largely responsible
for the ineresse in exports, while art

works 20 years old and over, admitted’

free under the new lnw, and diamonds
and hides wera responsible for the in-
eropsed imports.
