TIMBER SALES ON
NATIONAL FORESTS
(Continued from First page.)

Washington, and they show timber
sales of over 52 milllon feet, for
nearly $114,000, during the last six
wonths of 1909. This compares with
sales of about 17 million feet, for a
total of $27000, during the sameée
perfod in 1908,

The local officers of the depart-
ment are much pleased with the
fact that the demand for natlonal
forest timber {s Increasing so decid-
edly. The prospects for the coming
six months are regarded as promls-
Ing even better than what has been
reallzedl (n the perlod just past, Thia
increasing timber sale business op-
ens the way to management of the
national forests along the beat lines,
by permitting the removal of over-
mature and decadent timber which
has practically come to a standstill
in point of growth, and allowing re-
placement <k these trees with a
fully stocked stand of rapidly grow-
Ing young trees.

upon his wife and children. At pres
snt the er“ryman takes his family
into isolated reglons in whichl yacant
lands can be found and keeps them
there to live a perlod of five years
of banishment from assoclation with
fellow-being s

In & great many cases the home-
sleader performs just as Utte work
dpon his land as possible, and as
soon as he gets it he removes his
family to town where they can have
he advantages of school and soclal
Intercourse, The real object of pro-
viding homes is not accomplished by
the requirements of actual residence
upon the land. This object would
oo gocomplished, however, by tha re-
quirement that a man shall bring
ils land into productiveness, To pro-
duce, some one must cultivate the
and. To cultivale economically, vl
clolty, labor and intelligent attention
are required of the entryman or his
representative, The entryman's de-
slre Is the acquisitionl and owner-
ship of the land; title can only be
wilalned throngh production; produc-
tlon necessitates increased popula-
lon, ekher of entrymen or their
represenlatives, The value of land
wquired by the entryman depends
apon coitinuing production. Thus,
it is certain that the land once ac-
quired will, under normal conditious,
continue producilve, as otheryise

of his land the second year, ones
fourth the third year, one-halff the
fourth and fifth years and that he
must flle in the local land cffice by
the firat of December of each year
a sworn statement verifled by the
affidavits of two persons having
knowledgy of the facts, showing the
character, quantity and value of the
crops produced by him.

I would be pleused if tha people
of Oregon would advise thelr dele-
gatlon In Congress of thelr views of
this measure,
