This would
at once place the whole people, who
would own these things, in possession
of what they produced, without the
Intervention of an owner or bossi
jand enable them to retaln all they
‘might produce, This is all there s
to Soclalism. It has no secrets,
|1t Is not a system of laws whichi it
[ wishes to lmpose on others, but a
plan, a method, through which it
would glve the working people
| vontrol of thelr own lves 1u Is
nothing more than the extension of
the American princlple of democraoy,
a further soclalizing of things, be.

It
is soclaligation of industry, and no
more to be feareld, no more difticuit
| of understanding, than are the soclal-

| Soclallsm is not opposed to pri-
vate properly. Indeed, Its whole aim
18 to make it so that all people
may have private property, rather

It expects to win
the world, and it could not do this
and would not deserve to do It, If
had designs on censoring the beliefs,
or pecullay mannerisms or ways of
thought, of anyone, It wlishes on-
ly to end exploitation and secure
a higher and juster elvilization.

Soclallsm ls opposed to dividing
up. The workers now divide up with
the owners of the machine, and Bo-
clallsm would atop this outrage,
