ple Engage in This Industry.

this locality raise loganberries, anil is 
of the opinion th a t  the re  is great# r 
profit ami quicker re turns from this 
source than almoat any o th e r  fru it .  
The m arke t  'a strong, ami will remain 
ao for an indefinite period, the  logon 
berry being raised on this coast or.ly 
und the  demand for them being heavy 
in the east. One farm er near town 
will plant four acres of logari berries 
thia fall, und add to the acreage as 
rapidly aa possible, hut Mr. Kust would 
like to Met* at leuat seventy-five acres 
planted in order to opera te  the evapo­
rator  success fully along this line. The 
crop, fie any*, is more profitable than 
prum a while the labor connected with 
growing them is not so g rea t .  There 
are no destroying pests, and a crop is 
always certain . Those in terested  in 
the proposition will do well to take the 
m a tte r  up with Mr. Rust and get any 
information th a t  may he desired. |
