Such a system is
all right for country roads, where
roads are built, you might say, for
commercial purposes, and it is obvious
to every mane man that the leading
highway to a certain center should be
improved first and the feeders later,
But a city street is different ; no man
is a better judge of that which is
needed most about his own home, for
health, eomfort and esthetic effect,
than he himself. He may own a beau-
tiful home, but no vehicles of any de-
scription, his home may be surrounded
by streets that are filled with bogs and
mire, which would make no difference
to him so far as the use he has for the
street for traffic or heavy hauling and,

tition for the improvement of their
street. If any change is to be made at
all, let us simply amend the charter,
give the city council authority to com-
pel the improvement of a street, when
it is in such condition as many of ours
are or declare it a public nuisance, a
menace to health, clore it entirely and
save the expense of lighting it, At
any rate let us have better streets, let
us stand by the council in its wise de-
cision last summer to improve no more
streets except they be improved the
full width between the curbs. It is
simply a waste of private and public
funds to improve a street to a width of
16 feet through the center, For proof
of this assertion take ma drive out
Fourth street that was improved in
this manner less Lhan five year ago.
let us cling to the present method,
whereby every street may be improved
ut the expense of persons owning the
abutting property without the aid of,
or waiting for the consent of, the resi-
dents on other street,
