success of it in or about Cottage 
Grove. Land can be bought at reason­
able prices on which all the grain food 
for the fow l« can be raised and with 
all the water and shade necessary. 
The natural advantages for poultry- 
raiairig in thia section are many. The 
wintera are mild, there ia little or no 
snow, and rarely any frost. This per­
mits the hens to range in the fields ail 
the year 'round. They find green feed 
all winter, and a small tract will fur­
nish all the green food necessary. The 
climatic conditions are moat favorable 
for the raising o f fine poultry stock. 
There being no thunder storms, nor 
sudden changes of temperature, the 
chickens are more easily cared for 
than in sections in which blizzards arid 
other extremes o f weather are preva­
lent. Cottage Grove poultry and fan- 
ciera supply foundation atock, as well 
as eggs for hatching, to poultrymen 
throughout the Pacific Northwest, or­
ders being booked and filled as far east 
as Idaho and Colorado, while Eastern 
Oregon and Washington as well as 
Northern California furnishes an ex­
cellent market for Cottage Grove poul­
try, which is extensively advertised in 
the poultry journals.

S t a t e  Superintendent Alderman 
Gives Address Tending to Stir Up 

Dormant Ambitions of Oregon 

School Children.

also for numerous other things, all o f j 
which will te  fully explained to the 
children in the near future. The prizes 
will consist o f money, chickens, pigs, 
sheep, dogs, calves, ponies, etc,, and 
it is expected that considerable in­
terest will be stirred up in competition 
for the piizes. It is expected that 
75,000 o f the 152,000 school children in 
the state will enter.

Mr. Alderman showed how interest 
in industrial lines, started in the 
schools, spread almost unconsciously to 
parents and older children and stated 
that the schools were the best and 
most effective way through which to 
disseminate knowledge to those out­
side.

Mr. Alderman stated that the W il­
lamette valley ia the best place in the 
world for the raising of many things 
and that i f  every school child in I.ane 
county raised 30 chickens apiece, the 
sale o f the products would equal an 
amount greater than the entire cost of 
the county's school system; it those in 
the state would do the same it would 
equal an amount greater than the ex-

l>ense of the entire state government. ■
The speaker stated that 104 car- j 

loads of eggs were shipped into Port­
land last year, despite the fact that an 
Oregon hen has held the record for egg 
production for two consecutive years. 
He said that the state spends between 
17 and 18 millions for eastern pork and 
pork products. He used these points as 
an illustration that children ought to 
study agricultural products.

Mr. Alderman asked that the Com­
mercial club, citizens, parents, teach­
ers and children co-operate for the 
holding o f a local fair this year for the 
exhibition of products of school pupils, 
the exhibits afterwards to go to the 
state fair to contest for the state 
prizes.

During the address the Superintend­
ent paid a high compliment to the Ore­
gon school system, stating that 80 per 
cent o f those who graduate from the 
eighth grade take up high school work.

in closing, the speaker made a 
special plea for closer rleations be­
tween children and parents and the 
schools. He stated that 25,000 girls in 
their teens dropped out o f sight last 
year because o f lack o f personal, pa­
rental interest in them. He stated 
that the success of the school system 
depended upon co-operation and per­
sonal interest o f parents.

County Superintendent H. C. Baugh­
man followed up the remarks of Mr. 
Alderman and promised his hearty co­
operation. “ We are going to make 
this thing a success in Lane county,”  
said Mr. Baughman, who stated that 
there are 11,000 pupils in the county 
and that he will not be satisfied with 
less than 7,000 or 8,000 taking up the 
work.

President Brund o f the Commercial 
club offered to give $5.00 as a starter 
for the getting up of prizes for a local 
fair.
