Salesmanship In Your Advertising

The moat pe r t inen t question a re ta i l ­
er most think about when he s ta r t s  out 
to consider the  question of tilling the 
advertising space he has bought in the 
local newspaper is, how can 1 sell my 
goods successfully through the  news­
paper? The best answer to the  ques­
tion is undoubtedly another  question. 
He m ust ask h im s e lf : If  1 had to sell '
these goods in niy store, how would 1 
approach my custom er how could I 
in te rest her and in what way should I 
convince her? Last of all he m ust ask ■ 
himself  whether he is capable of doing 
all this in the new spaper space as well 1 
as in his store.

When a m erchant has answered these 
questions sa tisfac torily  he may com­
mence compiling his advertisement. 
But until he realizes th a t  salesmanship I 
is ju s t  as necessary in the newspa|>er 
space as in his s tore when selling I 
goods, he can never hope to g e t  the 
value he has every r ig h t  to  expect 
from the  space.

Successful newspaper public ity  has 
been called salesm anship on paper. 
When a re ta i le r  can d is t inguish  tha t 
kind of  sa lesm anship and apprecia te  
its value, he is a long way on the  road 
to advertis ing  success.

I f  a re ta i le r  employed inexperienced 
or am ateu r  help In his s tore to sell his 
best goods he would be classed as a 
fool. Why should he not also be put 
in th a t  category  if he employs am a­

salesmanship in his newspa|ier space 
without outside help. There are many 
reasons for this. I t  has been found, 
for instance, th a t  the best way to se­
cure a t ten t ion  is to use a go od  i l lu s tra ­
tion. Nothing has a surer  human in­
te res t  effect or gels  quicker action than 
a well selected picture. To g e t  such 
illustrations you need not only a high

space? He pays good money for  both 
and should g e t  the  same degree  of  s a t ­
isfaction for his expenditure .

Four main points en te r  into all sales­
manship w hether  personal o r  on paper : 
F irs t ,  the  a t ten t ion  of  the  possible 
cus tom er m ust be ob ta ined ; second, 
in te re s t  must be c reated  in the  goods 
you are going to se l l ;  third, the  cus­
tom er m ust be convinced th a t  she 
w ants  the  goods, and last, but by no 
means least,  she m ust be induced to 
make the  purchase.

In planning his advertis ing ,  the re­
fore, the  m erchant has to apply these 
principles in such a way tha t,  from his 
announcements, results  are obtained 
as a m a t te r  of course. B u t he must 
rem em ber  always th a t  salesm anship  
on paper  is more difficult than  sales­
manship in person because he cannot 
make his selling argum ents  fe l t  in
