OUR COLLEGES

Considerable comment h a s  
been caused by the proposal to 
consolidate the Oregon Agricultural 
College and the University of 
Oregon,

If this proposal had come from 
a friend of both institutions and 
had been made with the honest in­
tention of bettering the conditions 
of both institutions, the proposi­
tion might be worthy of serious 
consideration, but The Sentinel is 
afraid that the proposition did not 
get its inception from any such 
source, nor for any such laudable 
purpose.

It seems to be customary in 
other states having agricultural 
schools to conduct them separately 
from the universities, the work of 
either being distinct from the other. 
The best results seem to be ob­
tained in this way.

If  there is nothing to be gained 
by a consolidation, there is some­
thing to be lost. The buildings 
and property of one or the other 
would have to be abondoned in the 
first place, and Lane County would 
lose one of its greatest assets, for 
the University is the one that is 
proposed to be moved by those now 
having charge of the proposal to 
consolidate. The Sentinel has 
reason to believe that the proposal 
to consolidate the two schools was 
made more because of ill will to­
wards the city which now has the 
university than because of any 

hope or expectation of improving

anything, and Ibis ill will has been 
engendered by Eugene itself.

I f  Lane County loses the Univer­
sity, it will be because of Eugene’s 
reputation for arrogaucy, because 
of vituperative attacks upon the 
Oregon Agricultural School, be­
cause of the insolence of its news­
papers to the supreme court and 
other like conduct. No doubt, a 
big majority of the citizens of E u ­
gene do not approve such a method 
of doing business, but, unfortu­
nately for Eugene and Lane 
County, the county seat is judged 
by the noise of the minority.
