When tin: Mcanilul in the piiHtofflct- 
ill-part mint at Waahlngloa wiim at its 
bright a few year« ago, Preaiileiii 
Kouacvrlt wrote a Hcathing arraign- 
merit of Mr Tyner, who had pern p »1 
maater general under (Gran*, hut at 
tliiH time held a aubvrdinutr pimition iih 
Solicitor. The fever wan on the puli 
lie, and «Very body accused waa pre­
sumed to he guilty until hia Innocence 
was estahliahed before a legal tribunal. 
In due course Mr. Tyner, a feeble old 
man in the eiglitiea, was indicted by 
the grand jury for the district of 
Columbia. The trial earn» on without 
delay, for there wiim need of victims 
that the ruler o f the land might he 
great and honored among hi» people. 
Kaeh morning for about three weeks 
the accused man in his fallen state 
might have been aeert turning the 
wheels of his invalid chair us he 
worked tiis way into the court house. 
Finally a verdict whh reached, hut In 
spite o f the president’s acrusation and 
the excited condition of the public 
mind, it was a verdict of acquittal. 
Mr. Tyner vent to his humble home 
to die, and from hiH sick bed he wrote 
the president asking that he withdraw 
what he had said and let tiirn pasH away 
in peace without a stain on his name 
to disgrace hia family. Hut the dying 
request has never been answered. All 
of which shows that Mr. Koosevelt is 
so much like I.inroln.

In the autumn of l'.»i.r> a young man 
who had recently entered the employ 
of the government waa delivering some 
official matter for the treasury to a 
bureau in tho suburbs. In doing so he 
ran hia electric auto past the prt-ai-4 
dent's carriage.
